Section C - Descriptions and Specifications

PERFORMANCE BASE WORKSTATEMENT
C.0. GENERAL.

C.1.1. SCOPE OF WORK. The contractor shall provide all labor management, supervision, materials, equipment, tools, and any other items and services not otherwise provided as Government Furnished Property (GFP) required to perform the non-personal services established in this Performance Based Work Statement (PBWS) to the U. S. Army Operational Test Command (USAOTC) Intelligence Electronic Warfare Test Directorate (IEWTD). In addition, the contractor may be required on an intermittent basis to provide support to DOD combined development and operational testing, training activities and other related activities.  The contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that contractor support is efficiently planned and executed to obtain the maximum amount of useful data and subsequent processing thereof within existing resources.

C.1.1.1. PERFORMANCE LOCATION. The primary location of contract performance is in the Hayes Hall Compound (Building 80706) on Irwin Street at the intersection of Cibeque Street, Ft. Huachuca, Arizona.

C.1.1.1.1. Other locations are as required by the Government and may require the delivery of test support and services worldwide. This includes locations both within the continental United States (CONUS) and locations outside the continental United States (OCONUS).

C.1.1.1.2. Most tests designated for execution at Ft. Huachuca are conducted on the East Range or the Hayes Hall Compound.  A site map for both locations is provided at Technical Exhibit #8. Contractor shall adhere to Ft. Huachuca (FH) Regulation (Reg) 420-12, "Acquisition and Use of  On-Post and Off-Post Real Estate", and IEWTD instructions when performing support at any Ft. Huachuca range or vicinity location.

C.1.1.1.3. All requirements will originate from the IEWTD.   Requirements will be issued in accordance with the procedures set forth in the Section H.

C.1.1.2. HOURS OF OPERATION.  Normally, services shall be provided Monday through Friday, 6:30 a.m. through 4:30 p.m. with the designated period that all personnel (unless otherwise authorized by a specific Requirement) will be at work being from 9:00 a.m. through 3:00 p.m., excluding legal public holidays listed in paragraph C.1.1.2.2.    

C.1.1.2.1. The contractor shall submit its policy regarding how the following types of occurrences will be handled: early release/delayed opening; advanced post closure; condition red/black; military training holiday; Command closure; and Federal holiday. The policy will be submitted for reviewed and approved by the Contracting Officer not later than 30 working days after contract date of award.  Any change shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval prior to implementation.

C.1.1.2.2. HOLIDAYS AND EARLY RELEASE/LATE OPENINGS

C.1.1.2.2.1. Work shall not be required on the following federal holidays unless specifically identified in a Requirement.

C.1.1.2.2.2. The following events may effect the normal workday:



EARLY RELEASE/LATE OPENING: Installation Commander closes the post during the normal business day or delays opening the post to a later time than normal due to unforeseen events, i.e. inclement weather.



ADVANCED POST CLOSURE: Post is closed by the Commander prior to the start of the normal business day.



CONDITION GREEN: Normal conditions. No restrictions on driving or on installation operations.



CONDITION AMBER: Caution. Roads may be icy in spots. Exercise caution while driving. Installation activity is limited to mission essential training and operations (i.e., national defense, health, safety, law and order).



CONDITION BLACK: Severe reduction of traffic flow; no vehicular movement except emergency vehicles. The post is closed to all motor vehicular traffic except emergency vehicles such as Military Police vehicles, ambulances, engineer vehicles, fire fighting vehicles, utility vehicles, and subsistence trucks.



TRAINING HOLIDAY: Workday designated by the Command, normally preceding a Federal holiday. This is usually applicable only to active duty military members.



COMMAND CLOSURE: Time off given by the Commander normally not exceeding 59 minutes. As instructed by the Contracting Officer in the case of a Command closure for any reason, the contractor shall follow the Contracting Officer's guidance for early release or delayed opening.



FEDERAL HOLIDAY: Any of the ten congressionally designated days as listed C.1.1.2.2.1.



DISCRETIONARY FEDERAL HOLIDAY: In the event that Congress/the President grants additional Federal holidays, the Contracting Officer, at his/her discretion, may grant the contractor the additional Federal holiday.

C.1.1.2.2.3. In all cases, the contractor shall perform requirements as directed by the Contracting Officer. In the case of actual test execution, the contractor shall coordinate with the cognizant Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) or Contracting Officer for guidance before dismissing employees involved in the test.

C.1.1.2.2.4. As directed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall comply with Fort Huachuca policies above for late openings and early release due to Inclement Weather conditions identified above. In the case of contractor employees operating in remote locations or those other than Fort Huachuca, the contractor shall follow the policy at that installation, using the general guidelines herein and as directed by the Contracting Officer or the COR.

C.1.1.2.2.5. Continuous contractor service may be required for one or more test operations, running sequentially or concurrently day or night or in any combination.

C.1.1.2.2.6. The Government may require the contractor to provide services on weekends and/or holidays to meet contract requirements such as, but not limited to, tests, repair of equipment failures, and documentation generation.

C.1.1.2.2.7. Test preparations, test execution, and/or post test data reduction and report generation may require an extended workday that could necessitate two or more work shifts, overtime, or adjusted workweeks.  (See Section H provision entitled "Overtime Pay or Overtime Premiums".)

C.1.1.3  The Contractor will submit a Management Plan addressing C.1 through C.4 (minus security, safety and property control plan which are separate plans) to the Contracting Officer approval no later than 30 calendar days after award. 

C.1.2. BACKGROUND INFORMATION. See Section J, TE# 12 Executive Summary.

C.1.3. PERSONNEL. The contractor shall provide a work force possessing the skills, knowledge, training, certifications, licenses, and security clearances to satisfactorily perform the services required by this contract. The contractor's hiring of an employee is the contractor's certification that the employee meets the qualifications for the position. Personnel performing work under this PBWS shall remain employees of the contractor and will not be considered employees of the Government. See Section H, "Government-Contractor Relationships".

C.1.3.1. CONTRACTOR MANAGEMENT REPRESENTATIVE. The contractor shall provide a full time, on-site Project Manager (PM) at the Hayes Hall Compound at Ft. Huachuca, Arizona. The PM shall be responsible for management and coordination of the contractor with the Government.

C.1.3.1.1. The name of the PM, and the name of the alternate who shall act in the absence of the PM, shall be designated in writing to the Contracting Officer prior to the assumption of duties. The PM and alternate shall have authority to act and make decisions for the contractor on all contract matters relating to this contract.  

C.1.3.2. CONFLICT OF INTEREST. The contractor shall not employ off-duty Government personnel that represent the Contracting Officer or that perform contract surveillance, nor any other person who is an employee of the United States Government or the Department of Defense, either military or civilian, if such employment would create a conflict of interest, or be contrary to the policies contained in Section H provisions and Section I clauses regarding conflicts of interest. The contractor shall not employ any person who is an employee of the Department of Army, unless such person receives prior approval in accordance with DOD Directive 5500.7R (Joint Ethics Regulation). The contractor shall not employ any person who is a family member of either current contractor employees or current ATEC employees (either military or civilian) without first providing personnel qualifications, supervisory chain, and proposed employment duration to the Contracting Officer for review and approval.  

C.1.3.3. CONDUCT OF PERSONNEL. The contractor is responsible for the performance and conduct of its employees at all times while on a military installation or a test site. The Contracting Officer, may require the contractor to remove from the job site any employee working under this contract for reasons of misconduct, security, or found to be, or suspected to be, under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or other incapacitating substance. In the event of a safety or security issue and the Contracting Officer is not available the COR may take appropriate action and brief the KO at the earliest possible opportunity as to the facts and action taken.  Contractor employees shall be subject to dismissal from the premises upon determination by the Contracting Officer or the COR that such action is necessary in the interests of the Government. In accordance with Ft. Huachuca Regulations and 18 U.S.C. 1382 (1972), the Installation Commander has the authority to bar individuals from the installation. The removal from the job site, dismissal from the premises or denial of installation access shall not relieve the contractor of the requirement to provide sufficient personnel to perform the required services.

C.1.3.4. SECURITY REQUIREMENTS. Contractor personnel or any representative of the contractor entering Hayes Hall, any test area, or any other area where performance under this contract is required, shall abide by all applicable security regulations and shall be subject to security checks. The contractor shall comply with the Industrial Security Program IAW DOD 5220.22-M, AR 380-19 "Information Systems Security", AR 380-5 "DA Information Security Program", AR 530-1 "(OPSEC)", and other applicable Army and IEWTD/USAOTC/ATEC Policies and Procedures. Upon approval of the Contracting Officer, Contractor Security Specification, DD Form 254, submitted by the contractor, will be a part of this contract.  Contractor personnel shall attend local Subversion and Espionage Directed Against U.S. Army (SAEDA), Deliberate Security Violations, Antiterrorism and Operational Security briefings as required.

C.1.3.4.1. SEARCH AND SEIZURE. Contractor personnel and vehicles shall be subject to search and seizure upon entering the confines of Ft. Huachuca, Arizona, or any other military installation designated as a performance location, while on said installations, and upon leaving the confines of said installations in accordance with installation regulations.

C.1.3.4.2. FACILITY CLEARANCE. The contractor shall possess, or obtain prior to the contract start date, a facility clearance (this includes an interim pending receipt of final) at the classification level of TOP SECRET  (TS). In the event that the contractor is required to handle information classified at a higher level, the Government will provide an appropriate facility.

C.1.3.4.3  ACCESS TO SECURITY CONTROLLED CONTROLLED OR CLASSIFIED INFORMATION . When the services and support being performed require access to security controlled or classified information, the Contractor shall obtain the appropriate security clearance.  Compliance by the Contractor's personnel with AR 380-19, Chapter 2, section VI and AR 380-5 is required.

C.1.3.4.4. PERSONNEL SECURITY CLEARANCES. 

C.1.3.4.4.1.  All permanent, full-time, personnel are required to have a SECRET clearance for access to the Hayes Hall Compound. These personnel shall have a clearance upon employment or, to the contractor’s best judgment, shall be clearable for the appropriate clearance when be considered for employment. Contractor personnel who have not received the required security clearances from the Defense Security Service shall not be granted access to classified information nor allowed to perform classified work. For certain test activities, a TS clearance will be needed (see paragraph C.1.3.4.4.4 )

C.1.3.4.4.2.  The contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that all part-time/temporary personnel pass a local files check in order to be granted access to restricted areas such as the Hayes Hall Compound. 

C.1.3.4.4.3. The contractor shall ensure that applications for clearance are made within 5 working days of contract award or hiring of new personnel. The application for clearance shall contain a request for an interim clearance. The contractor shall initiate security clearance action IAW the National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM) Section 2.  If a contract employee is denied a clearance, the contractor shall reimburse the Government for all costs paid to the contractor for that employee unless the contractor can show that they have taken, prudent and reasonable measures to verify the employee's ability to obtain a clearance.

C.1.3.4.4.4. Personnel with security clearances up to a TS clearance with a Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI) access level may be required. When required, the contractor will be normally be given a lead time consistent with Defense Security Service timelines current at the time of the task to fill the billet.  Personnel nominated shall be eligible for the appropriate higher-level clearance.

C.1.3.5  CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEE IDENTIFICATION:  

C.1.3.5.1.  Contractor personnel on duty shall wear IEWTD Security Office provided identification badges.  Identification badges shall be worn in a conspicuous manner, visible on the front of the employee.  Government furnished identification shall be returned to the Government when the employee no longer performs work for the contractor under this contract.  It is the contractor's responsibility to ensure that the badge is returned to the Government prior to the employees' departure.  

C.1.3.5.2  Contractor employees shall wear a uniform whenever they are tasked to be in the areas of operation (AO).  The AO will either be cited in the Work Requirement or by the Test Officer.

C.1.3.5.3 Uniforms shall be the color specified by the Government, and will be two-piece or coverall, and of permanent press material.  During period of inclement weather, the uniform will include a jacket.

C.1.3.5.4.  All contractor personnel attending meetings, answering telephones, and working in other situations where their contractor status is not obvious to third parties are required to identify themselves as such to avoid creating an impression that they are Government officials.  Contractor personnel must also ensure that all documents or reports produced by contractors are suitably marked as contractor products or that contractor participation is appropriately disclosed.

C.1.3.5.5  Contractor employees must include their company name in their e-mail address, on facsimiles, and in written correspondence.  Contractor employees must wear identification and introduce themselves as "contractor employees" when presenting briefings, conducting or attending meetings/seminars."  

C.1.3.6. PERSONAL APPEARANCE. 

C.1.3.6.1.  Contractor personnel shall wear Government provided or Government approved uniforms while performing field services under this contract.  The areas of operation (AO) of the test shall be identified in the Requirements document.

C.1.3.6.2.  The Contractor shall have a written uniform policy. The policy shall address the cleaning, repairing, storing, and issuing of uniforms. The policy shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer/AMSCA Property Administrator not later than 30 working days after the date of contract award for review and approval to ensure that it provides for the proper accountability, liability, and stockage levels.  Any updates/changes shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval before implementation. 

C.1.3.6.3.  Contractor personnel working under this contract shall practice high standards of personal hygiene and maintain a clean, neat appearance while on duty. 

C.1.3.7  KEY PERSONNEL

C.1.3.7.1.   Certain skilled/experienced professional and/or technical personnel are essential for successful contractor accomplishment of the work to be performed under this contract.  Key personnel are those individuals designated by the Government and/or contractor as person(s) in the contractor’s organization who provide operational test experience and management.  For this effort the Government considers the contractor’s Program Manager as a key person.  The contractor may identify additional positions and the individuals performing them as key.

C.1.3.7.2.  The contractor agrees that all identified key personnel shall not be removed, reassigned or replaced without the Government’s concurrence.  Equally qualified personnel shall replace key personnel by mutual agreement between the Government and contractor.

C.1.3.7.3.  A temporary replacement for a key person must be assigned when that individual is unavailable for a continuous period expected to exceed 15 workdays or reassigned to other work for the same period.

C.1.3.8.  Training of Contractor Personnel

C.1.3.8.1.  Government funded training of contractor personnel must be directly related to the assigned mission and shall be approved in advance for each contractor employee by the Contracting Officer or their designated representative.  

C.1.3.8.2.  The Government may periodically provide Government in-service training to contractor personnel on a space-available basis.  

C.1.3.8.3.  For all training, the contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer a written request for approval that identifies the course subject, location, dates, estimated cost to the Government (if any), names of contractor personnel attending, and rational for attendance.  The Government will use Contracting Officer guidance when evaluating and approving rental cars associated with training and travel.

C.1.3.9 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS.   The Contractor shall fully comply with local Military installation, city, state and federal laws, regulations and/or ordinances pertinent to performance of the contractual services required under this contract.  It is the responsibility of the Contractor to perform services only after necessary permits and/or clearances have been provided.

C.1.3.9.1  The Contractor shall observe all rules and regulations issued by the installation Commanding Officer pertaining to fire, safety, sanitation, severe weather, tobacco use control, admission to the installation, conduct of operations and so forth.

C.1.3.9.2  Fire Regulations.  All rules and regulations issued by the National Board of Fire Underwriter covering storage and use of flammable mixtures which might constitute a fire hazard shall be observed by the Contractor.

C.1.3.9.3  Safety Regulations.  All rules of safety which are or may be imposed upon the Contractor by Federal, Stare or municipal code, and the applicable installation regulations shall be effectively carried our in the performance of the service contemplated herein.  The Contractor shall take proper safety and health precautions to protect the work, the employees, the public and the property of others.  In performing any part of this contract on premises which are under the direct control of the Government, the Contractor, agents, servants or employees shall:

C.1.3.9.4  Comply with and cooperate in all corrective and preventative measures or controls prescribed by the State or the Federal Government for protection of life and health of persons as required by OSHA, or for the prevention of damage to property and material.

C.1.3.9.5  Participate fully in any safety or accident prevention program of any Government installation which the Contractor, or its agents, servants or employees, may be required to enter during the life of this contract.

C.1.3.9.6   Comply with the safety standards, regulations, directions, and requirements of the local commander, or his authorized, representative, applicable to the site of work and to perform such work in a safe manner.

C.1.3.9.7  Exercise care and due precautions commensurate with the dangers or hazards of the work being performed with due consideration of physical surroundings, equipment, facilities, personnel and other factors involved.

C.1.3.9.8  Report immediately to the local commander, or the authorized representative with notification to the Procuring Contracting Officer, all accidents involving the Contractor, or its agents, servants or employees, which occur on a Government installation or other premises under the direct control of the Government.   

 C.1.4. VEHICLE REGISTRATION. Contractor or contractor employee motor vehicles regularly entering Ft. Huachuca shall have a valid state license, insurance required by law and post regulation, and shall be registered with the post vehicle registration office as required by FH Reg 190-5. Temporary registration for unregistered vehicles must be obtained at the main gate of Ft. Huachuca before entering the post. Vehicles shall be registered prior to commencement of contract work. State license, required insurance and registration shall be maintained current during the time the vehicle is in use on this installation. Contractor personnel shall return registration decals to the post vehicle registration office upon termination or completion of work under this contract, when the state license is no longer valid, or upon sale of the vehicle.

C.1.4.1. VEHICLE OPERATION. Contractor personnel operating motor vehicles on the installation shall have a valid state operator's license for the category of vehicle being operated and shall comply with FH Reg 190-5 regarding motor vehicle use on the installation.

C.1.4.2. CONTRACTOR VEHICLE IDENTIFICATION. Contractor owned vehicles used in the performance of services under this contract on military installations shall be marked as commercial contractor vehicles.  Requirements for marking shall be provided upon request.

C.1.5. QUALITY PROGRAMS. The contractor shall provide their Quality Management Program to the Contracting Officer within 30 working days after the date of award and all subsequent changes and updates. 

C.1.5.1.  The contractor shall implement a complete quality control program that identifies potential and actual problem areas in providing requirements of the contract as specified and result in corrective action throughout the life of the contract.  A Quality Control Plan shall be provided to the Contracting Officer not later than 30 working days after the date of contract award.  In addition, all changes or updates shall be provided to the Contracting Officer within 3 working days of proposed implementation date. The basic concept of the plan is that the contractor is responsible for quality.  All methods, procedures, and forms shall support this concept.

C.1.5.2.  The Government will monitor the contractor’s performance under this contract using the contractor’s above stated documents, quality assurance procedures as stated in Section H, and by methods called out in the Requirement.

C.1.5.3. The contractor shall be expected to support the evolving ATEC Earned Value Management Program.

C.1.6  EMPLOYEE CONDUCT.  The Contractor is responsible for the performance and conduct of his employees at all times while on a military installation.  In cases of misconduct, the installation commander may, in his discretion, bar an individual from the installation under the authority of 18 U.S.C. 1382.

C.1.7. PHYSICAL SECURITY. The contractor shall develop and implement Security and Physical Security Management Plan IAW guidance contained in AR 190-13 (Army Physical Security Program.  The plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer not later than 30 working days after the award date for review and approval. Changes to the plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer not later than 10 working days prior to the proposed date of change for review and approval. 

C.1.7.1 RESPONSIBLITY FOR LOSS, DAMAGE, PERSONAL INJURY OF CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

The Government will not be responsible or held liable for any loss, damage, personal injury or loss of life of Contractor personnel, not caused by the fault, negligence, wrongful omission of the Government, its agents or its employees, occurring at any time such personnel are entering, exiting, using, or occupying military aircraft in performance of this contract.

C.1.7.2 The Contractor shall be liable and will indemnify and hold harmless the Government, its agents and employees, against all actions or claims for damages to persons, property, including death not caused by the fault, negligence, wrongful act, or wrongful omission of the Government, its agents, or employees.

C.1.7.3  The Contractor shall be liable and will indemnify and hold harmless the Government, its agents and employees against all action or claims for all damages to persons or property, including death arising or resulting from the fault, negligence, wrongful act, or wrongful omission of the Contractor personnel in accordance with the Federal Tort Claim Act (28 U.S.C. 2671-2680) 

C.1.8.1. KEY CONTROL. The contractor shall be responsible for keys provided to the contractor by the Government. Keys shall not be duplicated by contractor personnel, nor used by unauthorized contractor personnel. The contractor shall develop and implement procedures IAW AR 190-51 to ensure that keys issued to the contractor by the Government are safeguarded. Procedures implemented shall be documented in the Security and Physical Security Management Plan.

C.1.8.1.1. The Government will provide the contractor with a marked set of keys to facilities and equipment being used by the contractor in the performance of this PBWS. The Government will provide duplication of keys when requested by the contractor and approved by the COR.  

C.1.8.1.2. The contractor shall report any occurrences of duplicated, misplaced or lost keys to the Contracting Officer within one duty day after discovery of occurrence, and submit a written report to the Contracting Officer by close of business the next duty day. The written report shall provide complete details relating to the duplicated, misplaced, or lost key.

C.1.8.1.3. In the event an original or duplicated key is misplaced or lost, all locks and keys for that system will be replaced by the Government. The contractor shall reimburse the Government for the replacement of locks or re-keying required. The contractor shall also reimburse the Government for any Government property lost or stolen as a result of contractor or contractor personnel unauthorized key duplication, or misplaced or lost keys.

C.1.9. GOVERNMENT OBSERVATIONS. The contractor shall provide access to Government owned facilities operated by the contractor for observation or inspection by any Government agency or individual authorized access by the Contracting Officer. Government personnel will not interfere with contractor performance.

C.1.10. INTERFACE WITH GOVERNMENT OPERATION. Performance of work by contractor personnel under the terms of this contract shall not interfere with regularly scheduled Government operational activities.

C.1.11. FRAUD, WASTE, AND ABUSE. The contractor shall be responsible for maintaining proper conduct and good discipline in compliance with the IEWTD Command Supply Discipline Program within contractor occupied work areas. Contractor personnel shall be encouraged to be alert to and report suspected situations of fraud, waste, and abuse, or other intentionally dishonest conduct against the Government observed during or in the performance of this contract.

C.1.12. CONSERVATION OF UTILITIES. Contractor personnel shall practice utilities conservation and shall operate under conditions that preclude waste of Government furnished utilities.

C.1.13. FIRE PROTECTION. The contractor shall comply with AR 420-90 and local regulations/guidance for fire protection and fire prevention.

C.1.14. ACCIDENT REPORTING. The contractor shall maintain an accurate record of accidents resulting in traumatic injury or death.  Accidents resulting in damage to Government property, supplies, and equipment shall be reported IAW the approved property control system. The contractor shall report accidents IAW the requirements indicated in AR 385-40.

C.1.15. SAFETY. The contractor shall safeguard and maintain all Government property as well as provide for the safety and well being of personnel employed in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall comply with the provisions of AR 385-10, FH Reg 385-8, and FH Reg 190-7. The contractor shall develop and implement a safety program for employees performing work under this contract. The contractor shall submit the Safety Management Plan to the Contracting Officer not later than 30 working days after the date of award for review and approval. Revisions shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval 10 working days prior to the proposed effective date of the change.

C.1.15.1. The contractor shall comply with the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) and other applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations as they relate to personnel, equipment and operations safety.  

C.1.15.2. CONTRACTOR OBLIGATION. Compliance with the OSHA and other applicable laws and regulations for the protection of employees is exclusively the obligation of the contractor, and the Government will assume no liability or responsibility for the contractor's compliance or noncompliance with such responsibilities, with the exception of the aforementioned responsibility to make corrections IAW approved plans of abatement subject to post-wide priorities.

C.1.16. FILES. The contractor shall maintain complete and accurate files of contract documentation, records, and reports. The contractor shall not allow access to the files unless specifically authorized by the Contracting Officer.  Files shall be made available to the Contracting Officer or designated COR upon request.

C.1.17. DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION. Contract performance may require the contractor to access data and information proprietary to a Government agency, another Government contractor, or of such a nature that its dissemination or use other than as specified by this PBWS or applicable Requirement, would be adverse to the interests of the Government or others. Neither the contractor, nor contractor personnel, shall divulge or release data or information developed or obtained during contract performance, except to authorized IEWTD personnel, unless authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer. The contractor shall not use, disclose, or reproduce such data, which bears a restrictive legend, except as authorized.

C.1.17.1. Disclosure of information regarding operations and services of the IEWTD to persons not entitled to receive it or failure to safeguard any classified information that may come to the contractor (or any persons under the contractor's control) in connection with contract performance, will subject the contractor, contractor's agent, or employees, to criminal liability under Title 18, Section 793 and 798 of the United States Code. Neither the contractor nor the contractor's employees shall disclose or cause to be disseminated any information concerning the operations of the IEWTD which could result in or increase the likelihood of the possibility of a breach of IEWTD's security or interrupt the continuity of its operation.

C.1.17.2. The contractor shall direct to the Contracting Officer, or the COR, all inquiries, comments, or complaints arising from matters observed, experienced, or learned as a result of, or in connection with the performance of this contract, the resolution of which may require the dissemination of official information.

C.1.17.3. Inquiries received by the contractor from non-governmental sources for documentation regarding work performed under this contract shall be referred to the Contracting Officer for evaluation under the Freedom of Information Act of 1975, Public Law 93-502, 5 U.S.C. 552. The Contracting Officer will determine if such documentation will be released. The contractor shall be responsible for search and submission of documentation upon direction of the Contracting Officer.

C.1.17.4. The contractor shall not release any information including photographs, files, public announcements, statements, denials, or confirmations of any part of the subject matter of this contract or any phase of any program hereunder without the prior written approval of the Contracting Officer.

C.1.18. SMOKING. The contractor shall comply with IEWTD Memo Subject: Smoking in Hayes Hall Compound.

C.1.19. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS. During the course of contract performance, the Contractor may be required to deal with hazardous materials. The contractor shall act in conformance with environmental requirements and the guidance of the IEWTD Hazardous Material Officer. The contractor shall notify the Government prior to the use of Hazardous Materials.

C.1.20 HAZARDOUS DUTY.  Contractor personnel may be exposed to hazardous duty while performing services and support for this contract.  Such hazardous duties may include:  passengers in military aircraft; the installation, operation, and maintenance of Mobile Antennas and their related instrumentation equipment; the operation and maintenance of high power RF transmitters and other electronic equipment, working on fixed towers tactical and combat vehicles in a field environment.

C.2. DEFINITIONS AND ACRONYMS. See Section J, TE #9, Definitions and Acronyms.

C.3. GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY (GFP) AND SERVICES

C.3.0. The Government will provide the facilities, equipment, material, and services identified herein. The contractor shall not use property provided by the Government for any purpose other than in contract performance.

C.3.1. PROPERTY. The contractor shall safeguard property s IAW the Security and Physical Security Management Plan.  The contractor shall develop and submit their Property Control System to the Contracting Officer not later than 30 working days after the date of award for review and approval.  Any changes shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval 5 working days prior to the proposed implementation date.

C.3.1.1. PROPERTY ADMINISTRATOR (PA). The Government Property Administrator is the ATEC Mission Support Contracting Activity (AMSCA). The COR will represent the PA at Ft Huachuca when the PA is not available.

C.3.1.2 DEFENSE REUTILIZATION AND MARKETING OFFICE (DRMO).  The Contractor is directed to use the Defense Reutilizartion and Marketing Office for the turn-in of excess Contractor furnished property.

C.3.1.3. PROPERTY REPORTS. The Contractor shall, in accordance with the property control system, incorporate additional GFP into the GFP Master List.  Additional GFP shall be accommodated within existing contractor resources unless otherwise negotiated and approved by the Contracting Officer. The contractor shall provide storage and maintenance of the additional equipment, as specified in the Requirement.

C.3.1.3.1. Contractor acquired property shall also be added to the GFP Master List. The contractor shall update the GFP Master List and provide a quarterly update in accordance with CDRL A004 and associated DID.

C.3.1.3.2. The contractor shall provide a yearly property report IAW DFARS 245.505-14. At the start of the contract, the Government will provide the property listed in the GFP master list (TE #4), the controlling property list for contractor property accountability and maintenance.

C.3.1.3.3. The contractor shall provide documentation and request disposition instructions from the Government, when it is determined that it is uneconomical to repair an item.

C.3.1.4.  GOVERNMENT PROPERTY REPORTING.  

C.3.1.4.1.  The contractor is required to provide the Government Property Administrator (PA) a listing of all Government Furnished Property (GFP) and Contractor Required property (CAP) on an annual basis.  The required report is DD Form 1662, Government Furnished Property in the Custody of the Contractors.  The report will list all the accountable property controlled by the contractor as of 30 September of the current year (see CDRL number 5).  

C.3.1.4.2.  Any loss, damage or destruction of GFP shall be reported to the PA in accordance with CDRL A008 and the approved Property control plan. 

C.3.1.4.3.  The contractor shall be prepared to provide to the Contracting Officer or the PA specific GFP information on an as required basis. 

C.3.1.5. FACILITIES. The Government will provide workspace in the Hayes Hall Compound (See TE #8, IEWTD Facilities and Site Maps). Additional space within IEWTD's Sensitive Compartmented Information Facility (SCIF) will be provided as required on an as required basis. The Government will retain the responsibility for these facilities. These facilities shall be used for performance of this contract only.

C.3.1.5.1. FACILITIES INSPECTION. The facilities have been inspected for compliance with the OSHA and no hazards have been identified. The fact that no such conditions have been identified does not warrant or guarantee that no possible hazard exists, or that workaround procedures will not be necessary or that the facilities as furnished will be adequate to meet the responsibilities of the contractor.  

C.3.1.5.2. MODIFICATION OF FACILITIES. Prior to any modification of the facilities performed by the contractor, the contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer and provide documentation describing in detail the modification required. No alterations to the facilities shall be made without specific written permission from the Contracting Officer. However, in the case of alterations necessary for OSHA compliance, such permission will not be unreasonably withheld.

C.3.1.5.3. RETURN OF FACILITIES. The contractor shall return the facilities to the Government in the same condition as received, fair wear and tear and approved modifications excepted.

C.3.1.6. PETROLEUM, OILS, AND LUBRICANTS (POL). The Government will provide POL for Government furnished vehicles used in the official performance of services under this contract. This support will be available after hours as needed during the conduct of a test. When determined to be in the best interest of the Government, a credit card will be provided for vehicle POL requirements at other locations. Required POL that is not available through the motor pool shall be provided by the contractor and reimbursed by the Government.

C.3.1.7. SPARE PARTS AND MATERIALS. The Government will provide the existing stockage of repair parts and materials during phase-in.

C.3.1.8. OFFICE SUPPLIES. The Government will provide all expendable office supplies and materials required to perform services under this contract. The contractor will obtain items not available through the Government, after COR approval, through subcontract procedures IAW Section H paragraph entitled "Purchase Actions/Subcontracting". 

C.3.1.9. FORMS. The Government will provide Government forms as required in the performance of this contract.  The contractor shall reproduce those forms permitting reproduction. The Government will replenish stock levels as required for non-reproducible forms with a 10 working day notice.

C.3.1.10. PUBLICATIONS. The Government will provide publications upon request of the Contractor.

C.3.1.11. PARKING. The contractor personnel may use parking spaces for their privately owned vehicles (POVs) in the Hayes Hall lot on a space available basis. Contractor personnel shall not park in spaces designated for specific individuals or specific vehicles.

C.3.2.  SERVICES.

C.3.2.1. FACILITIES MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. The Government will provide maintenance and repair of Government owned facilities needed due to fair wear and tear. Unless otherwise authorized, maintenance will be provided in accordance with Government prescribed maintenance schedules. The contractor shall notify the COR in writing when facility repairs or maintenance are required.

C.3.2.2. UTILITIES. The Government will provide and maintain electricity, water, sewer, etc., services currently available in the Government provided facilities.  

C.3.2.3. COMMUNICATIONS. The Government will provide telephone communication service of ten Class A lines exclusively for the conduct of official business in the performance of this contract.  Telephone service for individual test augmentation efforts will be addressed in the Requirements document. The contractor shall adhere to established Army policies and procedures regarding the use of telephones. The Government shall charge the contractor for long distance calls made or accepted by contractor personnel, which are not required for the performance of this contract. The installation, maintenance, repair, and removal of Government furnished telephone lines and instruments will be the responsibility of the Ft Huachuca Directorate of Information Management (DOIM) except as required by the COR.  Telephone service will be subject to the standard monitoring requirements of the Government telephone network.

C.3.2.4. CUSTODIAL SERVICES. The Government provides custodial services.

C.3.2.5. GROUNDS MAINTENANCE. Exterior grounds maintenance is provided by the Government except as provided for under paragraph C.4.1.1. 

C.3.2.6. REFUSE COLLECTION. The Government will provide refuse collection from garbage collection dumpsters in the contractor occupied areas.

C.3.3. DISTRIBUTION SERVICE. The Government will provide out-going delivery and in-coming distribution IAW the Government distribution schedule for official communications. The distribution will be received at the central distribution point located in Hayes Hall. The contractor shall pick up incoming communications addressed to the contractor and deliver outgoing contract related communications to the central distribution point. The Government establishes the distribution schedule with notice provided to the contractor.

C.3.4. COPYING, PRINTING, AND REPRODUCTION. The Government will provide a copier and a facsimile instrument, as well as access to Government copying machines during overload periods, for copying of official reports and documents, and correspondence required in the performance of this contract. The overload copying machines will be available during normal duty hours.

C.3.5. EMERGENCY MEDICAL CARE. Government emergency vehicles and medical personnel may be used in emergency situations affecting contractor personnel whose life may be in danger or suffering severe injury.  Government facilities may be used in these instances as the first point of treatment. Transfer to other than Government medical treatment facilities shall be made as soon as possible as determined by attending medical authorities. Reimbursement to the Government for emergency treatment will be in accordance with Federal statues and Government regulations.

C.3.6. FIRE PROTECTION. The Government will provide fire protection services of the Ft Huachuca Fire Department. The emergency telephone number is 911. TBD for other sites.

C.3.7. POLICE PROTECTION. The Government will provide the security and police protection services of the Ft Huachuca Provost Marshall's Office as described in the FH 190 series regulations. The emergency telephone numbers are 911 and 533-2181/2.  TBA for other sites.

C.3.8  Dining Facilities:  The contractor may be involved in tests/exercises where Government dining facilities are available.  The contractor may be authorized to use the Government dining facility.  The contractor’s Per Diem reimbursement will be reduced based upon the meal costs paid in the Government dining facility.

 C.4.  CONTRACTOR FURNISHED ITEMS

C.4.0. The Contractor shall furnish all personnel, materiel, and services not specifically identified in Paragraph C.3 as Government furnished, but which are necessary to perform the requirements of this contract. Contract furnished property and services shall be compatible with existing Government systems.  

C.4.1. SERVICES.

C.4.1.1. GROUNDS MAINTENANCE. The contractor shall provide limited exterior grounds maintenance (Policing Up) within 50 feet of Government facilities provided for contractor use.

C.4.1.2. TRASH DISPOSAL. The contractor shall empty portable trash containers from contractor occupied facilities into Government provided "dumpsters". The contractor shall maintain a clean and clear area surrounding the Government provided dumpsters in contractor occupied areas.

C.4.1.3 WORK PLACE FACILITIES MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. As authorized, the contractor may perform minor building maintenance and repair services on all contractor occupied areas. Materials and supplies are available through the Ft Huachuca U-Do-It program. Leased facilities are excluded from the U-Do-It program.  

C.4.1.4. TELEPHONE USAGE CONTROL. The contractor shall appoint a telephone control officer to manage toll and long distance calls. The contractor shall certify that all calls are official. The Government will charge the contractor for long distance calls made or accepted by contractor personnel that are not required for the performance of this contract.

C.4.2. INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY EQUIPMENT. The contractor shall provide, if not furnished by the Government, all Information Technology equipment and copiers required for performance of this contract. The contractor shall provide data security for all automatic data processing equipment to include appropriate protection and recovery from electronic viruses.

C.4.3. CONSERVATION OF UTILITIES. The contractor shall take all practical measures to conserve Government furnished utilities.

C.5. IEWTD MISSION SUPPORT

The contractor shall provide worldwide mission support service to the IEWTD based at Ft Huachuca, Arizona, in accordance with this work statement and those mandatory directives as listed in Paragraph C.6. The contractor shall perform Operation and Maintenance (O&M) of all IEWTD instrumentation assets provided as GFP, test support activities (test planning, test execution, data analysis, report generation), IEWTD operations support, and contract management and administration during IEWTD operations.

C.5.1. CORE LEVEL SUPPORT SERVICES. These services consist of the sustainment level of effort required to provide the overall contract management and instrumentation support services independent of the testing workload as described in paragraphs C.5.1.1 and C.5.1.2.

C.5.1.1. INSTRUMENTATION SERVICES. This work includes but is not limited to the following on a continuous (core level) basis: instrumentation support including calibration; configuration; installation; transportation; operation; maintenance (preventative, intermediate, and field); modification; upgrade; and development. The contractor shall provide sustaining and on-call maintenance as required on mobile facilities before, during, and after tests.  This maintenance includes, but is not limited to, electronics, fiber optics, and electrical. This service shall include operator level maintenance of the associated vehicles and generators and acquiring any required higher-level maintenance. Equipment calibration shall be performed according to applicable technical specifications and post regulations.  Current major IEWTD Instrumentation Assets are described in paragraph C.5.1.1.7 below.  The contractor will be expected to be able to operate and maintain additional instrumentation items similar to those described in paragraph C.5.1.1.7 within 60 days of notification of the Government’s intent to add the additional items to the contract.  

C.5.1.1.1. INSTRUMENTATION SUSTAINMENT. The contractor shall provide and report (quarterly report IAW CDRL A001 and associated DIDs) the following instrumentation systems services and support:

C.5.1.1.1.1. INSTRUMENTATION AND TMDE. Configure, test, calibrate, and maintain instrumentation systems and TMDE.

C.5.1.1.1.2. ANTENNAS. Perform and document inspections, maintenance and calibration on fixed and mobile antenna systems. Equipment calibration, inspections, and maintenance shall be performed according to applicable technical specifications and manuals, and in compliance with applicable federal, state, and local statutes and regulations.

C.5.1.1.1.3. INSTRUMENTATION AVAILABILITY. The contractor shall develop and maintain system performance monitoring procedures to ensure operational availability to support all IEWTD requirements, test facilities, instrumentation, and equipment to minimize lapses in test support.  When found in the best interest of the Government, the contractor shall be required to place certain instrumentation systems or facilities in storage. The contractor will be given 60 days notice to return a stored system or facility to fully operational status.

C.5.1.1.1.4. CONFIGURATION MANAGEMENT. Provide and maintain configuration management and documentation for hardware and software for all instrumentation systems. The contractor shall develop and implement a Configuration Control Process. The Configuration Process shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer not later than 30 working days after the contract award date for review and approval.    All updates/changes shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval not later than 10 working days prior to the proposed implementation date.  The process shall include provisions for notification of the Government of, and Government attendance at, all configuration board meetings.  The contractor shall not modify, enhance, or change existing systems without the written approval of the Contracting Officer. 

C.5.1.1.2. INSTRUMENTATION ENGINEERING SERVICES. The contractor shall provide instrumentation systems engineering services and support to include:

C.5.1.1.2.1. ANALYSIS. Provide engineering evaluations, feasibility assessments, threat investigations and research, and trade-off analysis of new products, ideas, or requirements. This analysis shall include recommendations to phase-out old systems and components and phase-in replacements. This analysis shall be reported IAW CDRL A007 and associated DID.  

C.5.1.1.2.2. PLANS. Design instrumentation system upgrade and modification plans, with specifications and implementation plans required for system augmentation or modification to enhance system performance.  These plans shall include drawings, schematics, and documentation for prototype and recommended follow-on production quantities of each project, as required.

C.5.1.1.2.3. IMPLEMENT. Configure, modify, fabricate, and incorporate system modifications approved by the Government in accordance with the configuration control process.

C.5.1.1.2.4. INTEGRATE. Integrate expanded instrumentation or new systems capabilities. 

C.5.1.1.2.5. TEST. Test, assess and report the operational capability, interface, and life cycle sustainment of newly acquired or modified software and hardware for instrumentation systems and equipment. Planning, Procedures, and Reporting requirements shall be IAW CDRL A003, and associated DID, unless superseded by other Requirements.

C.5.1.1.2.6. VALIDATION AND VERIFICATION. Plan and conduct independent validation and verification testing and support acceptance testing for externally developed instrumentation systems, software, and equipment (CDRL A003 and associated DID). In addition, the contractor shall conduct validation and verification testing efforts of GFE equipment when required.

C.5.1.1.2.7. INSTRUMENTATION SOFTWARE. Provide software engineering services for software development, programming, documentation, and maintenance of existing instrumentation systems and equipment. Provide software development and documentation for new and modified systems and equipment interfaces for collection, reduction, and examination of test data. Software shall be verified and reported IAW CDRL A003 and associated DID.

C.5.1.1.2.8. SOFTWARE COMPATIBILITY. Software designs shall meet all essential performance functions, be compatible with system hardware, and be flexible to future modifications and system expansion.

C.5.1.1.2.9. RELIABILITY, AVAILABILITY, and MAINTAINABILITY (RAM). The contractor is responsible for RAM surveillance of instrumentation systems. The contractor shall:

C.5.1.1.2.9.1. Collect and evaluate RAM data of instrumentation systems performance during all operations.

C.5.1.1.2.9.2. Perform a RAM analyses on failed systems and components, identify cause(s) and provide recommended solution (s).

C.5.1.1.2.9.3. Using these RAM analyses, recommend needed instrumentation system upgrades, modifications, overhauls, or disposal.

C.5.1.1.3. INSTRUMENTATION MAINTENANCE AND SUSTAINMENT. The contractor shall provide the following instrumentation systems maintenance services and support:

C.5.1.1.3.1. Maintain and calibrate the instrumentation systems and test measurement and diagnostics equipment (TMDE) identified in the GFP list (TE #4).

C.5.1.1.3.2. Develop and maintain maintenance manuals for all existing instrumentation systems or equipment. 

C.5.1.1.4. INSTRUMENTATION SERVICES. The contractor shall provide support services for all of the current and future acquired GFP necessary to operate and maintain the IEWTD instrumentation assets. This includes all the tools, instruments, computers, and other GFP provided to accomplish the instrumentation Requirements.

C.5.1.1.5. TRANSPORTATION. The contractor shall provide transportation for contractor personnel and instrumentation necessary to support Requirements. The contractor shall utilize Government transportation to the maximum extent possible. Contractor personnel assigned to the semi-trailer facilities shall be qualified (Commercial Drivers License) drivers. In the case of other GFP (vehicles) the contractor shall provide qualified personnel.

C.5.1.1.6. INSTRUMENTATION SHIPMENT. The contractor shall prepare GFP, test instrumentation, and other test support items for shipment.  The installation transportation office shall be the primary means of transportation and shall be used when it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government. Government transportation, when used, shall be IAW applicable regulations. A TIP response to a TA involving equipment shipment shall justify use of other than Government sources.

C.5.1.1.7. MAJOR IEWTD INSTRUMENTATION ASSETS.

C.5.1.1.7.1.  Automated Intelligence/Electronic Warfare Test System (AI/EWTS).  The contractor shall provide support services for AI/EWTS and its various subsystems including the fixed and mobile Operational Test Control Center (OTCC), the eleven Mobile Communications Simulator Threat Facilities (MCSTF), the MCSTF bench system, each transmitter’s Remote Message Generator (RMG), and the communication data link network.  The contractor shall create or modify existing scenarios/scripts for the AI/EWTS RMGs IAW the Requirement to satisfy test requirements.  The contractor shall modify, upgrade, or replace, as required by the Requirement, AI/EWTS hardware and software to implement full functionality (command and control; signal generation; data collection, reduction, analysis, and display; test environment monitoring and signal verification) in this system.  

C.5.1.1.7.2.  Vulnerability Mobile Transmitters (VMT).  The contractor shall provide support services for the Vulnerability Mobile Transmitter facilities (VMT- A, B, and C).  These Electronic Counter Measures the frequency range of 2 MHz to 40 GHZ and include a wide variety of Traveling Wave Tube Amplifiers (TWTAs), solid-state high power amplifiers, antennas, video target tracking system, signal sources, receivers, recorders, printers, displays, and microprocessors.

C.5.1.1.7.3  Mobile Threat Emitter (MTE).  The contractor shall provide support services for the MTEs.  The Government will initially provide three (3) MTEs to meet this requirement.  The MTEs are standard M-1038 HMMWV vehicles that have been configured to serve as platforms for a wide variety of tactical and non-tactical US and foreign HF, VHF, and UHF radios.  Typical transceivers available to be installed in the MTE are the: R-123, R-134, R-159, R-171, R-173, AN/VRC(46(V), JAGUAR-V, and the SCIMITAR-V.

C.5.1.1.7.4.  Communications Electronics (CE) Shop.  The contractor shall provide support services for the transceivers and support equipment in the CE shop.  This equipment includes a wide variety of tactical and non-tactical US and foreign HF, VHF, and UHF transceivers and the associated test, measurement, and diagnostic equipment.  The contractor shall, when required by Requirements, install these transceivers in a MTE as well as selected tactical military and civilian vehicles.  The contractor shall train Government test players to operate CE equipment as required on a test-by-test basis.

C.5.1.1.7.5. Electronic Warfare Monitoring Facility (EWMF). The contractor shall provide support services for the EWMF and its various subsystems. This Electronic Support Measures facility has an intercept frequency range of 100 KHz to 40 GHz.  The EWMF subsystems include a wide variety of advanced receiving systems, spectrum analyzers, recorders, oscilloscopes, microprocessors, Line of Bearing system, and RF receiving antenna systems.

C.5.1.1.7.6. Signal Monitoring Vehicles. The contractor shall provide support services for SMV equipment.  This measurement equipment covers the frequency range of 10 KHZ to 40 GHz.  This equipment consists typically of portable, lightweight, rugged instruments including spectrum analyzers, oscilloscopes, receivers, antennas, computers, and portable electric generators.

C.5.1.1.7.7. GPS Location Recording System. The contractor shall provide support services for the location recording GPS system. This system consists of portable GPS receivers each with a recording unit and a base station GPS receiver with a computer and processing software. The contractor shall, when required, install these receivers in selected tactical military and civilian vehicles, train Government test players to operate the GPS receivers and download and process location data.

C.5.1.1.7.8. Video Equipment. The contractor shall provide support services for two types of video recording, display, and processing equipment. Analog equipment includes S-VHS video recorders, cameras, high-resolution displays, and video processing equipment. Digital equipment, the High Speed Data Recording System (HSDRS), includes digital recorders, cameras, high-resolution displays, synchronized video processing equipment, PC controllers and associated software. The contractor shall install, integrate, operate, maintain and upgrade this equipment as necessary to satisfy the requirements. Installations can be expected in tactical vehicles, commercial vehicles, shelters, or laboratory type environments.

C.5.1.1.7.9.  Information Assurance Test Pool.  The contractor shall provide support services for the "Illuminate" IATT.  The Illuminate is a laptop test-based unit that has the capability of delivering threats to the information warfare environment.  The primary purpose of this tool is to conduct live penetration tests on Blue systems for vulnerability analysis and system evaluation.  This activity simulates the real-world activities of foreign forces, disgruntled insiders, and random assaults

C.5.1.2   IEWTD OPERATIONS SUPPORT.  The contractor shall provide the services listed below.  They are listed in the order of their frequency of services and significance to IEWTD's mission.

C.5.1.2.1. Motor Pool.  Provide maintenance and motor pool operations for those items contained on the GFP, on hand receipt, or on DA Form 2407, Maintenance Request, in accordance with applicable Army regulations, PAMs, etc.

C.5.1.2.2.  Test Support Planning and Execution.  The contractor shall provide technical support in the following test support planning and execution areas:

C.5.1.2.2.1.  Threat Support.  The contractor shall provide support in planning, coordination, and management of threat to support Requirements.  Support includes, but is not limited to, the development of threat databases, master event lists (MEL), and threat portions of test plans and reports to support operational Requirements planning and execution efforts.  The contractor shall coordinate with DoD agencies to gain threat data as required.  The contractor shall coordinate with DoD Frequency Coordinators and provide input for Radio Frequency approval requests for electronic threat emissions as required.

C.5.1.2.2.2.  Real Estate Support.  The contractor shall provide support in the locating, identifying and control of access to real estate in support of  Requirements both in the Fort Huachuca vicinity and at remote test locations, both within (CONUS) and outside (OCONUS) the continental United States.   The contractor shall ensure that all parties involved understand that neither the contractor nor its representatives may contractually bind the Government during its performance in this support area.  The contractor shall acquire no facilities or other real estate interest that will be charged to the contract without the prior, written authorization of the Contracting Officer.

C.5.1.2.2.3.  Environmental Support.   The contractor shall provide support in the planning, coordination and management of environmental impact information to support Requirements.  Support includes, but is not limited to, the development of draft environmental impact documentation in accordance with policies and regulation contained in TE 15.  The contractor shall develop the environmental sections of the Requirements' plans and reports as required.  Depending on the Requirement location, environmental coordination may be required on and in the vicinity of Fort Huachuca and other CONUS and OCONUS locations.

C.5.1.2.3. ANTENNA MAINTENANCE. The contractor shall perform maintenance on fixed and mobile instrumentation antennas. The contractor shall maintain antennas IAW technical specifications.  Antennas may be installed/de-installed on a structure, tower, pole, or mobile van.

C.5.1.2.4. BATTERY SERVICES. The contractor shall perform battery maintenance services to meet the requirements of this contract. Batteries shall be maintained IAW applicable technical manuals or documents.  Disposal shall be IAW Federal, state, and installation hazardous waste procedures.

C.5.1.2.5  CONFERENCE ROOMS (CR).  The contractor shall provide technical support for the Operations and Maintenance of equipment in the IEWTD CR located in the Hayes Hall Compound.

C.5.1.2.6.  COMMUNICATIONS CABLE MAINTENANCE.  The contractor shall provide maintenance and support for all communications connections within IEWTD, test locations within the Hayes Hall Compound, and selected test sites on the Fort Huachuca ranges.  The contractor shall provide LAN and communication line troubleshooting, support and maintenance for IEWTD on an as needed basis to maintain current connectivity, and support requirements for LAN and communication line relocation.  This will include fiber optic services.  The contractor, as directed, shall install, de-install, test, inspect, and maintain fiber optic cabling.   Cabling locations may include, but not be limited to, fixed, temporary, and mobile facilities, to include test sites.  Maintenance actions shall include, but not be limited to, establishing connectivity (i.e. cutting, splicing, connector installation, etc.) and troubleshooting.

C.5.1.2.7.  INFORMATIONAL DOCUMENTATION.  When directed, the contractor, in whole or in part, will produce informational documentation suitable for information and/or marketing.  Work Requests may vary from instrumentation data about contractor operated and maintained instrumentation to quality hardcopy or electronic version brochures or catalogs. 

C.5.2.  AUGMENTATION TEST SUPPORT.   The services described below are considered equally important to IEWTD's mission as the Core Level Support Services described in paragraph C.5.1.

C.5.2.1. TEST SERVICES. Work required is assigned on a Test-by-test or as required basis and includes, but is not limited to, the following types of support services.  Requirement procedures are delineated in Section H.

C.5.2.1.2. PRETEST SUPPORT. The contractor shall participate in the IEWTD pretest planning processes and shall provide technical planning advice when required by the Government. The contractor shall coordinate test support activities with the requirement initiator(s), test officer, and Government technical and logistical personnel. The contractor shall provide environmental impact information and coordination as required for the conduct of the IEWTD testing mission. The contractor shall attend meetings at various CONUS and OCONUS locations when approved by the Government but shall not assume the role of representative of the Government. 

C.5.2.1.3.  MODELING AND SIMULATION SUPPORT. 

C.5.2.1.3.1 Directorate Level. The contractor shall provide the following Modeling and Simulation (M&S) support on a Requirements basis.

C.5.2.1.3.1.1. The contractor shall provide M&S test integration support to IEWTD. The contractor shall provide M&S support input to the Outline Test Plan (OTP), Event Design Plan (EDP), Detailed Test Plan (DTP), Resume Sheet (RS), and Test Report (TR) in areas of M&S, scenario development, All-Source Intelligence and test data in related associated areas of scenario generation, White Cell operation, and Scenario execution.

C.5.2.1.3.1.2. The contractor shall be familiar with the Army Test and Evaluation Command (ATEC), Operational Test Command (OTC), IEWTD Validation, Verification and Accreditation (VV&A) process and provide support to individual test VV&A efforts.  

C.5.2.1.3.1.3. The contractor shall possess the capability to develop draft plans for M&S federations to support operational testing. The target M&S federation will be a distributive interactive simulation (DIS) and high-level architecture (HLA) compliant suite of models, simulations, and instrumentation that provide a robust operational environment for systems under test.

C.5.2.1.3.1.4. The contractor shall assist in the content development of, and input to, the IEWTD operational test scenarios. The contractor shall become familiar with all scenario generation capabilities and utilities used by IEWTD. The contractor shall assist test team M&S efforts to develop its M&S support requirements.

C.5.2.1.3.1.5. The contractor shall provide test data support in the areas of White Cell data collection, reduction, authentication and validation. The contractor shall provide Intelligence Operations; Scenario Development; All-Source Technical Products; Test Data Collection, Collection Training, Reduction, Authentication and Validation; and Test documentation preparation support.

C.5.2.1.3.1.6. The contractor shall be required to maintain a library of scenarios to ensure timely access to, and reusability of, all scenario products in support of systems testing.  

C.5.2.1.3.1.7. The contractor shall be responsible for input to the further development and implementation of automated scripting and scoring utilities that support the testing of IEW; Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance; and related systems and their components.

C.5.2.1.3.1.8. The contractor shall review and comment on test related documentation provided by external organizations such as the TRADOC System Managers (TSM), ATEC, and Program Managers (PM).

C.5.2.1.3.1.9. The contractor shall provide written assessments, reports, or inputs (as directed) related to scenario development and M&S efforts conducted by IEWTD.

C.5.2.1.3.2. Test Level. The contractor shall provide the following M&S support, as required, on a Requirements basis:

C.5.2.1.3.2.1. The contractor shall provide scenario development expertise and support to ensure the current operational test scenarios as well as future test scenarios and related products, such as messages, orders, overlays, Master Events Lists, etc. are able to support test requirements by portraying valid operational environments. The contractor shall develop the capability to accomplish scenario development using IEWTD automated scenario generation tools when these tools become available.

C.5.2.1.3.2.2. The contractor shall provide modeling support by developing recommendations to the M&S Branch of IEWTD for specific tests. The contractor shall provide critical review of existing sensor models as well as ensuring the validity of the models.

C.5.2.1.3.2.3 The contractor shall possess the capability to provide flexible intelligence expertise and support to the Test Officer to ensure that the scenarios, models and delivery systems are integrated within the test as needed and are able to support the system under test.

C.5.2.1.3.2.4. The contractor shall provide intelligence expertise and support in developing and maintaining the capability of IEWTD to access national level databases.

C.5.2.1.3.2.5. The contractor shall conduct special studies, analysis, and regression testing for specific tests. The contractor may be required to conduct oral presentations of required contractor deliverables to Government representatives IAW the Requirement.

C.5.2.1.3.2.6. The contractor shall provide test augmentation support, IAW the Requirement, including, but not limited to, operations support, intelligence subject matter expert (SME), and White Cell Support.

C.5.2.1.4. TEST EXECUTION. As required, the contractor shall support test execution of IEWTD operational and customer Requirements in whole or in part. Requirements shall include, but not be limited to, providing the required training, management, and logistics to support short-term test functions such as data collection, target vehicle deployment, and operation of instrumentation.  Conduct of the Requirements shall follow the Requirement and the approved TIP (CDRL A002 and associated DID).

C.5.2.1.5. TEST COMMUNICATIONS. The contractor shall provide, install, operate, maintain, and remove GFP communications equipment in buildings, in vehicles, or in other locations as directed. This effort includes the design, installation, management and operation of temporary LANs to support test sites and facilities. In addition, the contractor shall operate the Operational Test Control Center that links the test control center with test items, test simulation transmitters, monitoring systems and test officer/test controller positions.

C.5.2.1.6. TEST IT EQUIPMENT POOL SUPPORT. The contractor shall provide support for IEWTD test IT equipment listed in TE # 14 on an as needed basis for Requirements conducted or supported by IEWTD. Support includes hardware and software issue, setup, tear down, configuration, shipping, receiving, and storage. The contractor shall manage the test IT equipment pool IAW the Property Management System and Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 45.

C.5.2.1.7. TEST DATA BASE SUPPORT. As directed, the contractor shall research, plan, develop, implement and/or operate test database and data analysis hardware, software and procedures to satisfy test data reduction, analysis and presentation requirements.  The resulting system will be capable of supporting many diverse input sources and data formats such as test data collection forms, test instrumentation, and the system under test. Data specifications and format will be provided in the Requirements document.

C.5.2.1.8. DATA COLLECTION SUPPORT. As directed, the contractor shall be responsible for all or a portion of test data collection and associated planning and training. 

C.5.2.1.9. POST TEST OPERATIONS. The contractor shall provide input to and prepare test report documentation as identified in the Government's approved Requirement document (CRDL A002 and associated DID).

C.5.2.1.10. VULNERABILITY TESTING. The contractor shall prepare, as required by the Requirement, all or portions of detailed Vulnerability test plans and test reports. When directed, the contractor shall perform all or portions of Vulnerability tests and pre-test preparations. 

C.5.2.1.11. INFORMATION ASSURANCE TESTING (IA). The contractor shall prepare, as required by the Requirements document, all or portions of detailed IA test plans and test reports. When directed, the contractor shall perform all or portions of IA tests and pre-test preparations. 

C.5.2.1.12. TEST TARGET AND VEHICLE MECHANICAL SUPPORT. The contractor, IAW the Requirement, shall provide operator and unit level mechanical maintenance support for all target vehicles and equipment assigned to the IEWTD for test purposes. The support shall be IAW paragraph C.5.1.2.1.

C.5.2.1.13. TEST PLANNING DOCUMENTATION. When directed, the contractor shall provide Test Plans (TP), Test Design Plans (TDP), Event Design Plans (EDP) and Detailed Test Plans (DTP) as required in the Requirement and IAW IEWTD review procedures.  As stated in the Requirement, direction may be for entire documents or portions thereof.  Delivery shall be determined by each Requirement milestone schedule. (CDRL A007 and associated DID).

C.5.2.1.14. RELIABILITY, AVAILABILITY, AND MAINTAINABILITY (RAM) TEST DESIGN.  As directed, the contractor shall plan, develop, and/or implement test methodology and analysis to satisfy RAM test requirements.

C.5.3. POTENTIAL REQUIREMENTS.  Scope expansion of information purposes only.

C.5.3.1. The Contractor shall be prepared to accomplish, within 30 working days, certain additional services to the standards and guidance given in the requirement.

C.5.3.2. These services are as follows:

C.5.3.2.1. Manage and operate the IEWTD Motor Pool to accomplish the functions and activities described in paragraph C.5.1.2.1. above as well as ancillary functions such as record and form actions, manual upkeep, 

administrative storage actions, vehicle dispatch, forklift operation and IEWTD's Hazardous Material Program.

C.5.3.2.2. The Motor Pool services listed in paragraph C.5.1.2.1. above may also be needed, on a required basis, on Threat System Management Office (TSMO) vehicles, generators and equipments located at Fort Huachuca. 

C.5.3.2.3  Management and operation of a Fabrication Shop.  The purpose of which is to support configuration changes to instrumentation, engineering modifications, development of experimentation items, maintenance and repair of test support systems and their components, and other fabrication missions to support Requirements.

C.5.3.2.6. INTERFACE WITH TSMO SYSTEMS.

C.5.3.2.6.1. The contractor shall provide engineering/technical expertise and services necessary to interface IEWTD systems and accomplish test efforts with TSMO threat systems.

C.5.4. OTHER SUPPORT SERVICES.

C.5.4.1. CONTRACT MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION. The contractor shall provide total contract management of the services and support provided in contract performance.

C.5.4.1.1. TRAINING MANAGEMENT AND SERVICES. The contractor shall establish, operate, and maintain a training program to ensure currency in emerging technology and systems relative to contract performance. The Training Plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval not later than 30 working days after date of contract award. The Government will make final review and acceptance of the plan and any subsequent changes. Changes to the plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval not later than 10 working days prior to the proposed effective data of the change. This program does not relieve the contractor from the responsibility to provide qualified personnel. The Government will not be responsible for qualifying contractor personnel. Government review of the plan does not imply consent to any attendance at training.  Individual requests for training must be submitted for approval by the Contracting Officer.

C.5.4.1.2. PERFORMANCE COORDINATION MEETINGS. 

C.5.4.1.2.1.  The contractor PM shall meet with the COR at a minimum of once weekly during the first thirty days of the contract.  Thereafter, the COR will schedule meetings as necessary. The Government will schedule meetings and the contractor may request a meeting be scheduled. The contractor shall prepare a memorandum of technical direction reflecting the contractors understanding of the meeting and provide it to the COR within 3 days of the meeting. The COR will concur or non-concur within 2 working days of receipt of the memorandum. 

C.5.4.2.2.2.  The contractor shall attend coordination meetings with the Government to discuss current status, problem areas, and future actions for all Requirements.  The contractor shall attend technical and coordination meetings and briefings as determined by the Requirement. The contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer with a summary of events by Email if changes are identified during the meeting that will cause either a methodology change or cost impact.

C.5.4.1.3. QUARTERLY PROGRESS AND FINANCIAL REPORT. The contractor shall provide a quarterly report (CDRL A001 and associated DID) on the contractor’s performance for the previous quarter.

C.5.4.1.4. QUARTERLY PROGRESS BRIEFING. The contractor shall provide a quarterly briefing (CDRL A006 and associated DID) on the contractor's performance for the previous quarter and planning for up coming milestones. Topics for the briefing shall include, but are not limited to, test support by Requirement, instrumentation O&M, engineering, personnel, quality control, logistics, and any other significant areas.

C.5.4.1.5. REPORTS. The contractor shall provide all reports and presentations in the format required by the appropriate paragraph of this PBWS and applicable CDRL's and DIDs contained in the solicitation. The contractor shall incorporate efficiencies when required to improve the quality of service.  

C.5.4.2. TECHNICAL INFORMATION CENTER (TIC). The contractor shall inventory, operate and maintain a technical library and information control center within the contractor facility in the Hayes Hall Compound.  The contents of the TIC are the property of the Government.  The Government shall have unlimited access to the TIC.  When required, the contractor shall provide technical information from the TIC to the Government, to include but not limited to photocopies, blueprints, and data on electronic media.  The TIC shall contain the following information, as well as any other information later designated by the Government:

C.5.4.2.1. GFP INFORMATION. Technical information, manuals, drawings, and specifications for all GFP used and maintained by the contractor, including instrumentation under development. Documentation shall include current, up to date engineering data, maintenance manuals, installation manuals, operation manuals, and programming manuals, as appropriate.

C.5.4.2.2. TECHNICAL REFERENCES. Military standards, technical manuals (TMs), appropriate technical bulletins (TBs), and other technical publications, periodicals, references, or documentation pertaining to contract performance or the operational testing mission in general.

C.5.4.2.3. SOFTWARE. Master copies of all software and the software documentation used with the instrumentation systems and test data base operations.

C.5.4.2.4. CONTRACT DOCUMENTATION. Copies of all documents produced by the contractor in contract performance.

C.5.4.2.5  SPECIAL EVENT SUPPORT.  The contractor shall provide instrumentation display and GFP support to special events such as Civic Leaders', Testers Hall of Fame Ceremonies, Organization Days, and Changes of Command.  Provide VIP and new Government personnel orientation briefings of contractor operations or contract special interest areas of the audience.  Provide vehicles and operators to move visitors and test personnel in and around test sites on a scheduled basis.

1.   STREAMLINE TECHNIQUES

a.  Oral Presentations and Abbreviated Test Implementation Plans (TIPs) will be used to streamline Work Requirement (WR)  review and approval process. 

b.  Contractor TIPs in response to WRs may be orally presented to the technical, resource management and contracting staff in order to facilitate expedient approvals.

c.  Abbreviated TIPs will be used to address simplified WRs such as, logistical and supply requirements.


2.  TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS.

a.   Requirements will be issued to the contractor in the form of Work Requirements (WRs).  The WR will identify Government requirements within the scope of the PWS, Section C.5.   The Government will assign WR numbers to each requirement.    

b.  Technical Instructions (TI) letters will also be issued to the contractor. The TI letters will be within the general scope of the applicable Work Requirement (WR).

c.  The Government may issue requirements to the contractor for services or support that exceed the contractor's existing staffing level.


3.  IMPLEMENTATION PLAN (TIP).

a.  The contractor shall respond to the WR with a IEWTD Implementation Plan (TIP) within 10 working days of receipt. The TIP shall include the contractor's technical approach and all technical resources to accomplish the requirement.  The TIP shall also include detailed estimates of all resources required to accomplish the requirement.  The contractor shall identify if resources (man‑hours, equipment, time) are available within the existing resources or need to be acquired.

b.  The contractor shall provide applicable job descriptions for any new positions, including skill qualifications, security clearance requirements, and quantities of personnel and materiel required to provide the service or support.

c.  The augmentation CLIN is designated for use in funding and tracking of those resources beyond the sustaining base level capacity.  These services and support may fluctuate according to the testing or requirement workload.


4.   ORAL PRESENTATIONS.  

When required, the contractor shall conduct Oral TIP Presentations within 10 working days of receipt of the WR.  Oral TIP read-a-head packages shall be submitted in accordance with the WR instructions. The Oral TIP shall include the information identified in paragraph 3 above.

5.  TIP APPROVAL.

a.  All TIPs will be reviewed by the Government and approved by the Contracting Officer.  Upon receipt of the Contracting Officer’s TIP approval and authorization to proceed, the contractor shall commence work.

b.  On occasion, the contractor may be required to proceed prior to TIP submission and approval.  Under such circumstances, a “notice to proceed” within specified dollar limitations and technical areas will be issued by the Contracting Officer.

6.  POINT CHANGES.  

The Government may initiate changes or updates to a WR.  These changes or updates will be called “point changes”.  Point changes will use the original WR number followed by a decimal identifier. 7.     TIP REVISIONS.

a. A.  ALPHA CONTRACTING PROCEDURES

1. The requirement will be assigned a WR Number and provided to the Contractor in accordance with Section H, AMSCA.0215-4025. The Contracting Officer will provide the contractor with a Not-to-exceed funding amount.  The Contractor will conduct Technical discussions regarding the requirement with the designated Representative, and proceed accordingly.  

2. The Contractor will hold discussions with the Contracting Officer, daily or as required, regarding the directions received from Government personnel and the status of other actions required to be taken on specific requirements.

3.  The Contractor will provide written understanding of the technical direction and provide to the Government a IEWTD Implementation Plan pursuant to AMSCA.0215-4025.   

B.  TEST IN PROGRESS

1.  Based upon the Contractor's understanding of the directions received and actions required to be accomplished, the Contracting Officer will give the Contractor a conditional authorization to proceed subject to the following:

a.  The Contractor will provide the Contracting Officer written confirmation of discussions conducted not later than (NLT) 1200 hours the following duty day, with a simultaneous copy to the COR. The memorandum will also disclose any cost impact estimated to occur due to compliance with the technical direction received.

b.  The Contractor will be authorized to proceed in accordance with its memorandum if:

(1)  concurrence is received from the Contracting Officer and the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR); or

(2)  "24 hours", i.e., 1200 hrs the duty day subsequent to submittal, has passed and no negative response has been received from the Contracting Officer or COR; or

(3)  the "drop dead" date and time specified in the memorandum has passed and no negative response has been received from the Contracting Officer or COR.

c.    Under the above circumstances, silence will be deemed consent.

d.    The Contractor will be permitted to proceed with the test up to 100% of funds provided for the effort. If any technical direction has a cost increase, the contractor will still proceed up to 100% of the funding provided. The Government acknowledges that failure to add additional funds at a subsequent point in time may cause the Contractor to stop work prior to project completion.

e.    Due to the above procedures, the Government will not issue point changes on the test. The Contractor's memorandum with Government coordination will serve the same purpose. The Contractor is required to submit a TIP revision once per month, NLT the 5th, rolling up the changes brought about during the preceding month,

1.    The contractor may earn an award fee (in whole or part) up to the limit specified in the schedule by performing the work required under this contract IAW the rating provisions stated herein.


2.    The contractor's performance will be monitored continuously and rated quarterly by the Award Fee Review Board (AFRB).   All active Work Requirements during the evaluation period will be evaluated and rated IAW the weighted evaluation criteria.  The Government will have the right to request information from the contractor as may be reasonably needed to assist in the rating.  The AFRB will also consider any other information concerning the contractor's performance, management or business practices, or outside inspections and audits. The AFRO will then prepare a recommendation and findings for the Award Fee Determining Official (AFDO).


3.    The AFDO will approve, adjust, or return for further justification the findings and recommendations from the AFRB. The final determination will be forwarded by the AFRO to the Contracting Officer.


4.    The Contracting Officer will notify the contractor of the Government's evaluation of the contractor's performance for the quarter and the amount of award fee determined by the AFDO within 30 calendar days after the end of each quarter. 

    5.   If the contractor takes exception to the Government's evaluation, a written rebuttal may be submitted to the contracting officer within 10 working days of receipt of the notification.  The Government will consider the rebuttal prior to issuing the contract modification for the award fee.  The determination of the Government with respect to the award fee evaluation is final and will not be subject to dispute.  See Section I clause entitled "Disputes."


    6.  The contract will be modified quarterly by unilateral action of the contracting officer to establish the award fee earned by the contractor for the previous quarter of the contract period.  Payment will be effected on receipt of a properly executed invoice listing the award fee and the submission of the invoice to the Government.

    7.  The unearned portion of the quarter's award fee shall be considered lost and will not be carried over or earned during any subsequent quarter.

B.  Award fee computation.

    1.  The AFRB will determine a numerical tasking weight for core (CORE) level performance and augmentation (WR) requirement.  The normal criteria will used (direct labor dollar expended per active tasking relative to total direct labor dollar expended) unless the AFRB has previously amended the criteria.

    2.  The AFRB will review contractor performance and rate core level activities and each active work requirement.  Task initiators will provide task ratings, from 0 - 100, for each work requirement on a Performance Evaluation Worksheet.

   3.  The performance rating (R) for CORE level activities and each active WR will be multiplied by the performance weight (W), for that effort resulting in a performance score (S).



R X W = S

    4.  The performance scores for the CORE activities and all active WRs will be added together to determine the total performance score (T).

    5.  The total performance score (T) will be converted into a recommended percentage of the quarterly award fee pool to be paid to the contractor with the formula shown below.  If the performance score is equal to 100, the entire amount in the quarterly award fee pool will be awarded to the contractor.  If the performance score is less than 70, no award fee shall be made.

    6.  The actual award fee to be paid to the contractor is determined by multiplying the percentage determined in the paragraph above by the amount of dollars in the award fee pool for the quarter.

    7.  The AFDO may adjust the total performance score, (T) by 2 1/2 points in either direction to provide IEWTD Director specific adjustments to reflect his overall satisfaction/dissatisfaction with ITSC performance not adequately reflected in the AFRB recommendation.

   8.  Calculations will be made to one-tenth of a percent (0.001).  Numbers ending in 0.0005 or greater will be rounded up to the next higher one-tenth percent, i.e., .0025 becomes .003.

    1.  SUPERIOR  (90-100).  The contractor meets all the criteria for an EXCELLENT rating.  In addition, tangible benefits accrue to the Government as a direct result of the contractor's efforts.  These benefits result in cost savings either through the use of innovative methods or procedures or completion of contract efforts ahead of schedule.

    2.  EXCELLENT (80.0 - 89.9).  The contractor meets all the criteria for an ABOVE AVERAGE rating.  In addition, the contractor adapts to all schedules or technical changes with efficiency and always exceeds the minimum standards specified in the work requirements.  Any delays in the completion of contract efforts are beyond the contractor's control.  The Government is kept fully aware of problems, and the contractor takes appropriate steps to mitigate problems due to delays.  The contractor demonstrates total understanding of the requirements, and takes innovative approaches to problem solving without Government prompting.  Minor savings to the Government were realized.

    3.  ABOVE AVERAGE (70.0 - 79.9).  The contractor adapts to almost all schedule or technical changes with efficiency.  The contractor usually exceeds the minimum standards required for contract performance.  The contractor solves all basic problems and the majority of complex problems without Government assistance.  No work requires reaccomplishment.  At no time is the contractor responsible for loss of time, increase in costs, or loss of Government resources.

    4.  AVERAGE (60.0 - 69.9).  The contractor has met the minimum standards required for contract performance.  The contractor has been neither innovative nor displayed initiative in performing work.  The Contractor understood the requirements and required normal guidance from the Government.  Delays in completion of contract efforts taskings for which the contractor is responsible are minor.  Budget actions, logistical management, and personnel management did not normally result in savings to the Government.

    5.  UNACCEPTABLE  (0 - 59.9).  The contractor has difficulty adapting to schedule or technical changes.  The Contractor often fails to meet the minimum standards specified for contractor performance.  Delays occur as a result, culminating frequently in loss of time, increased costs, or loss of Government resources.  Work sometimes requires reaccomplishment.  Overall performance has a negative impact on the Government's mission.

    6.  NO ACTIVITY.  No data exists for the Government to evaluate the particular criterion.  The performance score will be normalized using only observed criteria as the basis.

ii.  Implementing effective cost control measures that prevent cost increases not caused by increased Government requirements.

i.  Ensuring that efficient operational equipment and supplies were always available as needed.



ii.  Maintaining control over equipment and property so that no loss or damage was experienced.



iii.  Maintaining equipment to such standards that equipment did not fail during test execution due to a poor maintenance program.


(3) Personnel management by:



i.  Providing an adequate and stable work force of competent, trained and motivated professionals with appropriate security clearances.



ii.  Providing competent and motivated supervisors who maintain control and review the work process, capitalizing upon opportunities to improve quality of work and customer satisfaction.


(4) Liaison Effectiveness by:



i.  Maintaining constant contact with the Government by informed, knowledgeable personnel.



ii.  Always advising the Government of important issues.



iii.  Always keeping the Government informed regarding work assignments and administration of tasks.



iv.  Always providing alternative solutions to problems areas identified.

E.  SPECIAL CRITERIA.  Special criteria may be established for assignments, especially augmentation test support WR's.  These special criteria must be approved prior to issuing work requirements to the contractor.  The Chairman of the AFRB will approve the special criteria to ensure that the criteria are in conformance with the Award Fee Plan (AFP) and the contract.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-7     ALLOWABLE COST AND PAYMENT (DEC 2002) 

(a) Invoicing.  

(1) The Government will make payments to the Contractor when requested as work progresses, but (except for small business concerns) not more often than once every 2 weeks, in amounts determined to be allowable by the Contracting Officer in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) subpart 31.2 in effect on the date of this contract and the terms of this contract. The Contractor may submit to an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer, in such form and reasonable detail as the representative may require, an invoice or voucher supported by a statement of the claimed allowable cost for performing this contract.

(2) Contract financing payments are not subject to the interest penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment Act. Interim payments made prior to the final payment under the contract are contract financing payments, except interim payments if this contract contains Alternate I to the clause at 52.232-25.

(3) The designated payment office will make interim payments for contract financing on the 30th day after the designated billing office receives a proper payment request.

In the event that the Government requires an audit or other review of a specific payment request to ensure compliance with the terms and conditions of the contract, the designated payment office is not compelled to make payment by the specified due date.

(b) Reimbursing costs. (1) For the purpose of reimbursing allowable costs (except as provided in subparagraph (b)(2) of the clause, with respect to pension, deferred profit sharing, and employee stock ownership plan contributions), the term "costs" includes only-- 

(i) Those recorded costs that, at the time of the request for reimbursement, the Contractor has paid by cash, check, or other form of actual payment for items or services purchased directly for the contract; 

(ii) When the Contractor is not delinquent in paying costs of contract performance in the ordinary course of business, costs incurred, but not necessarily paid, for-- 

(A) Supplies and services purchased directly for the contract and associated financing payments to subcontractors, provided payments determined due will be made--

(1) In accordance with the terms and conditions of a subcontract or invoice; and

(2) Ordinarily within 30 days of the submission of the Contractor's payment request to the Government;

(B) Materials issued from the Contractor's inventory and placed in the production process for use on the contract; 

(C) Direct labor; 

(D) Direct travel; 

(E) Other direct in-house costs; and 

(F) Properly allocable and allowable indirect costs, as shown in the records maintained by the Contractor for purposes of obtaining reimbursement under Government contracts; and 

(iii) The amount of financing payments that have been paid by cash, check, or other forms of payment to subcontractors.

(2) Accrued costs of Contractor contributions under employee pension plans shall be excluded until actually paid unless--

(i) The Contractor's practice is to make contributions to the retirement fund quarterly or more frequently; and

(ii) The contribution does not remain unpaid 30 days after the end of the applicable quarter or shorter payment period (any contribution remaining unpaid shall be excluded from the Contractor's indirect costs for payment purposes).

(3) Notwithstanding the audit and adjustment of invoices or vouchers under paragraph (g) of this clause, allowable indirect costs under this contract shall be obtained by applying indirect cost rates established in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(4) Any statements in specifications or other documents incorporated in this contract by reference designating performance of services or furnishing of materials at the Contractor's expense or at no cost to the Government shall be disregarded for purposes of cost-reimbursement under this clause. 

(c) Small business concerns. A small business concern may receive more frequent payments than every 2 weeks.

(d) Final indirect cost rates. (1) Final annual indirect cost rates and the appropriate bases shall be established in accordance with Subpart 42.7 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) in effect for the period covered by the indirect cost rate proposal. 

(2)(i) The Contractor shall submit an adequate final indirect cost rate proposal to the Contracting Officer (or cognizant Federal agency official) and auditor within the 6-month period following the expiration of each of its fiscal years.  The Contractor shall support its proposal with adequate supporting data.

(ii) The proposed rates shall be based on the Contractor's actual cost experience for that period. The appropriate Government representative and the Contractor shall establish the final indirect cost rates as promptly as practical after receipt of the Contractor's proposal.

(3) The Contractor and the appropriate Government representative shall execute a written understanding setting forth the final indirect cost rates. The understanding shall specify (i) the agreed-upon final annual indirect cost rates, (ii) the bases to which the rates apply, (iii) the periods for which the rates apply, (iv) any specific indirect cost items treated as direct costs in the settlement, and (v) the affected contract and/or subcontract, identifying any with advance agreements or special terms and the applicable rates. The understanding shall not change any monetary ceiling, contract obligation, or specific cost allowance or disallowance provided for in this contract. The understanding is incorporated into this contract upon execution. 

(4) Failure by the parties to agree on a final annual indirect cost rate shall be a dispute within the meaning of the Disputes clause. 

(5) Within 120 days (or longer period if approved in writing by the Contracting Officer) after settlement of the final annual indirect cost rates for all years of a physically complete contract, the Contractor shall submit a completion invoice or voucher to reflect the settled amounts and rates.

(6)(i) If the Contractor fails to submit a completion invoice or voucher within the time specified in paragraph (d)(5) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may--

(A) Determine the amounts due to the Contractor under the contract; and

(B) Record this determination in a unilateral modification to the contract.

(ii) This determination constitutes the final decision of the Contracting Officer in accordance with the Disputes clause.

(e) Billing rates. Until final annual indirect cost rates are established for any period, the Government shall reimburse the Contractor at billing rates established by the Contracting Officer or by an authorized representative (the cognizant auditor), subject to adjustment when the final rates are established. These billing rates-- 

(1) Shall be the anticipated final rates; and 

(2) May be prospectively or retroactively revised by mutual agreement, at either party's request, to prevent substantial overpayment or underpayment. 

(f) Quick-closeout procedures. Quick-closeout procedures are applicable when the conditions in FAR 42.708(a) are satisfied. 

(g) Audit. At any time or times before final payment, the Contracting Officer may have the Contractor's invoices or vouchers and statements of cost audited. Any payment may be (1) reduced by amounts found by the Contracting Officer not to constitute allowable costs or (2) adjusted for prior overpayments or underpayments. 

(h) Final payment. (1) Upon approval of a completion invoice or voucher submitted by the Contractor in accordance with paragraph (d)(4) of this clause, and upon the Contractor's compliance with all terms of this contract, the Government shall promptly pay any balance of allowable costs and that part of the fee (if any) not previously paid. 

(2) The Contractor shall pay to the Government any refunds, rebates, credits, or other amounts (including interest, if any) accruing to or received by the Contractor or any assignee under this contract, to the extent that those amounts are properly allocable to costs for which the Contractor has been reimbursed by the Government. Reasonable expenses incurred by the Contractor for securing refunds, rebates, credits, or other amounts shall be allowable costs if approved by the Contracting Officer. Before final payment under this contract, the Contractor and each assignee whose assignment is in effect at the time of final payment shall execute and deliver-- 

(i) An assignment to the Government, in form and substance satisfactory to the Contracting Officer, of refunds, rebates, credits, or other amounts (including interest, if any) properly allocable to costs for which the Contractor has been reimbursed by the Government under this contract; and 

(ii) A release discharging the Government, its officers, agents, and employees from all liabilities, obligations, and claims arising out of or under this contract, except-- 

(A) Specified claims stated in exact amounts, or in estimated amounts when the exact amounts are not known; 

(B) Claims (including reasonable incidental expenses) based upon liabilities of the Contractor to third parties arising out of the performance of this contract; provided, that the claims are not known to the Contractor on the date of the execution of the release, and that the Contractor gives notice of the claims in writing to the Contracting Officer within 6 years following the release date or notice of final payment date, whichever is earlier; and 

(C) Claims for reimbursement of costs, including reasonable incidental expenses, incurred by the Contractor under the patent clauses of this contract, excluding, however, any expenses arising from the Contractor's indemnification of the Government against patent liability. 

(End of clause)

52.217-8     OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in contract.  These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor.  The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within 60 days of the date the contract expires.

(End of clause)

52.217-9     OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)

(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within 60 days of the date the contract expires; provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 60 days days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed 60 months.

52.222-2      PAYMENT FOR OVERTIME PREMIUMS (JUL 1990)

(a) The use of overtime is authorized under this contract if the overtime premium cost does not exceed the amount approved and funds placed on the contract for work --

(1) Necessary to cope with emergencies such as those resulting from accidents, natural disasters, breakdowns of production equipment, or occasional production bottlenecks of a sporadic nature;

(2) By indirect-labor employees such as those performing duties in connection with administration, protection, transportation, maintenance, standby plant protection, operation of utilities, or accounting;

(3) To perform tests, industrial processes, laboratory procedures, loading or unloading of transportation conveyances, and operations in flight or afloat that are continuous in nature and cannot reasonably be interrupted or completed otherwise; or

(4) That will result in lower overall costs to the Government.

(b) Any request for estimated overtime premiums that exceeds the amount specified above shall include all estimated overtime for contract completion and shall--

(1) Identify the work unit; e.g., department or section in which the requested overtime will be used, together with present workload, staffing, and other data of the affected unit sufficient to permit the Contracting Officer to evaluate the necessity for the overtime;

(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;

(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and

(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

52.222-42      STATEMENT OF EQUIVALENT RATES FOR FEDERAL HIRES (MAY 1989)

In compliance with the Service Contract Act of 1965, as amended, and the regulations of the Secretary of Labor (29 CFR Part 4), this clause identifies the classes of service employees expected to be employed under the contract and states the wages and fringe benefits payable to each if they were employed by the contracting agency subject to the provisions of 5 U.S.C. 5341 or 5332.

52.222-47    SERVICE CONTRACT ACT (SCA) MINIMUM WAGES AND FRINGE BENEFITS (MAY 1989)

An SCA wage determination applicable to this work has been requested from the U.S. Department of Labor.  If an SCA wage determination is not incorporated herein, the bidders/offerors shall consider the economic terms of the collective bargaining agreement (CBA) between the incumbent Contractor TBD and the TBD (union).  If the economic terms of the collective bargaining agreement or the collective bargaining agreement itself is not attached to the solicitation, copies can be obtained from the Contracting Officer.  Pursuant to Department of Labor Regulation, 29 CFR 4.1b and paragraph (b) of the clause at 52.222-41, Service Contract Act of 1965, as amended, the economic terms of that agreement will apply to the contract resulting from this solicitation, notwithstanding the absence of a wage determination reflecting such terms, unless it is determined that the agreement was not the result of arm's length negotiations or that after a hearing pursuant to section 4(c) of the Act, the economic terms of the agreement are substantially at variance with the wages prevailing in the area.

52.229-8     TAXES--FOREIGN COST-REIMBURSEMENT CONTRACTS (MAR 1990)

(a) Any tax or duty from which the United States Government is exempt by agreement with the Government of  per Specific Requirement, or from which the Contractor or any subcontractor under this contract is exempt under the laws of  per Specific Requirement, shall not constitute an allowable cost under this contract.

(b) If the Contractor or subcontractor under this contract obtains a foreign tax credit that reduces its Federal income tax liability under the United States Internal Revenue Code (Title 26, U.S. Code) because of the payment of any tax or duty that was reimbursed under this contract, the amount of the reduction shall be paid or credited at the time of such offset to the Government of the United States as the Contracting Officer directs.

(End of clause)

52.232-22     LIMITATION OF FUNDS (APR 1984)

(a) The parties estimate that performance of this contract will not cost the Government more than (1) the estimated cost specified in the Schedule or, (2) if this is a cost-sharing contract, the Government's share of the estimated cost specified in the Schedule. The Contractor agrees to use its best efforts to perform the work specified in the Schedule and all obligations under this contract within the estimated cost, which, if this is a cost-sharing contract, includes both the Government's and the Contractor's share of the cost. 

(b) The Schedule specifies the amount presently available for payment by the Government and allotted to this contract, the items covered, the Government's share of the cost if this is a cost-sharing contract, and the period of performance it is estimated the allotted amount will cover. The parties contemplate that the Government will allot additional funds incrementally to the contract up to the full estimated cost to the Government specified in the Schedule, exclusive of any fee. The Contractor agrees to perform, or have performed, work on the contract up to the point at which the total amount paid and payable by the Government under the contract approximates but does not exceed the total amount actually allotted by the Government to the contract. 

(c) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing whenever it has reason to believe that the costs it expects to incur under this contract in the next 60 days, when added to all costs previously incurred, will exceed 75 percent of (1) the total amount so far allotted to the contract by the Government or, (2) if this is a cost-sharing contract, the amount then allotted to the contract by the Government plus the Contractor's corresponding share. The notice shall state the estimated amount of additional funds required to continue performance for the period specified in the Schedule. 

(d) Sixty days before the end of the period specified in the Schedule, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing of the estimated amount of additional funds, if any, required to continue timely performance under the contract or for any further period specified in the Schedule or otherwise agreed upon, and when the funds will be required. 

(e) If, after notification, additional funds are not allotted by the end of the period specified in the Schedule or another agreed-upon date, upon the Contractor's written request the Contracting Officer will terminate this contract on that date in accordance with the provisions of the Termination clause of this contract. If the Contractor estimates that the funds available will allow it to continue to discharge its obligations beyond that date, it may specify a later date in its request, and the Contracting Officer may terminate this contract on that later date. 

(f) Except as required by other provisions of this contract, specifically citing and stated to be an exception to this clause-- 

(1) The Government is not obligated to reimburse the Contractor for costs incurred in excess of the total amount allotted by the Government to this contract; and 

(2) The Contractor is not obligated to continue performance under this contract (including actions under the Termination clause of this contract) or otherwise incur costs in excess of (i) the amount then allotted to the contract by the Government or, (ii) if this is a cost-sharing contract, the amount then allotted by the Government to the contract plus the Contractor's corresponding share, until the Contracting Officer notifies the Contractor in writing that the amount allotted by the Government has been increased and specifies an increased amount, which shall then constitute the total amount allotted by the Government to this contract. 

(g) The estimated cost shall be increased to the extent that (1) the amount allotted by the Government or, (2) if this is a cost-sharing contract, the amount then allotted by the Government to the contract plus the Contractor's corresponding share, exceeds the estimated cost specified in the Schedule. If this is a cost-sharing contract, the increase shall be allocated in accordance with the formula specified in the Schedule. 

(h) No notice, communication, or representation in any form other than that specified in subparagraph (f)(2) above, or from any person other than the Contracting Officer, shall affect the amount allotted by the Government to this contract. In the absence of the specified notice, the Government is not obligated to reimburse the Contractor for any costs in excess of the total amount allotted by the Government to this contract, whether incurred during the course of the contract or as a result of termination. 

(i) When and to the extent that the amount allotted by the Government to the contract is increased, any costs the Contractor incurs before the increase that are in excess of (1) the amount previously allotted by the Government or, (2) if this is a cost-sharing contract, the amount previously allotted by the Government to the contract plus the Contractor's corresponding share, shall be allowable to the same extent as if incurred afterward, unless the Contracting Officer issues a termination or other notice and directs that the increase is solely to cover termination or other specified expenses. 

(j) Change orders shall not be considered an authorization to exceed the amount allotted by the Government specified in the Schedule, unless they contain a statement increasing the amount allotted. 

(k) Nothing in this clause shall affect the right of the Government to terminate this contract. If this contract is terminated, the Government and the Contractor shall negotiate an equitable distribution of all property produced or purchased under the contract, based upon the share of costs incurred by each. 

(l) If the Government does not allot sufficient funds to allow completion of the work, the Contractor is entitled to a percentage of the fee specified in the Schedule equalling the percentage of completion of the work contemplated by this contract.

(End of clause)

52.244-2     SUBCONTRACTS (AUG 1998) - ALTERNATE I (AUG 1998)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Approved purchasing system means a Contractor's purchasing system that has been reviewed and approved in accordance with Part 44 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).

Consent to subcontract means the Contracting Officer's written consent for the Contractor to enter into a particular subcontract.

Subcontract means any contract, as defined in FAR Subpart 2.1, entered into by a subcontractor to furnish supplies or services for performance of the prime contract or a subcontract. It includes, but is not limited to, purchase orders, and changes and modifications to purchase orders.

(b) This clause does not apply to subcontracts for special test equipment when the contract contains the clause at FAR 52.245-18, Special Test Equipment.

(c) When this clause is included in a fixed-price type contract, consent to subcontract is required only on unpriced contract actions (including unpriced modifications or unpriced delivery orders), and only if required in accordance with paragraph (d) or (e) of this clause.

(d) If the Contractor does not have an approved purchasing system, consent to subcontract is required for any subcontract that--

(1) Is of the cost-reimbursement, time-and-materials, or labor-hour type; or

(2) Is fixed-price and exceeds--

(i) For a contract awarded by the Department of Defense, the Coast Guard, or the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract; or

(ii) For a contract awarded by a civilian agency other than the Coast Guard and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, either the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract.

(e) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system, the Contractor nevertheless shall obtain the Contracting Officer's written consent before placing the following subcontracts:

TBD at time of award.

(f)(1) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of placing any subcontract or modification thereof for which consent is required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause, including the following information:

(i) A description of the supplies or services to be subcontracted.

(ii) Identification of the type of subcontract to be used.

(iii) Identification of the proposed subcontractor.

(iv) The proposed subcontract price.

(v) The subcontractor's current, complete, and accurate cost or pricing data and Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, if required by other contract provisions.

(vi) The subcontractor's Disclosure Statement or Certificate relating to Cost Accounting Standards when such data are required by other provisions of this contract.

(vii) A negotiation memorandum reflecting--

(A) The principal elements of the subcontract price negotiations;

(B) The most significant considerations controlling establishment of initial or revised prices;

(C) The reason cost or pricing data were or were not required;

(D) The extent, if any, to which the Contractor did not rely on the subcontractor's cost or pricing data in determining the price objective and in negotiating the final price;

(E) The extent to which it was recognized in the negotiation that the subcontractor's cost or pricing data were not accurate, complete, or current; the action taken by the Contractor and the subcontractor; and the effect of any such defective data on the total price negotiated;

(F) The reasons for any significant difference between the Contractor's price objective and the price negotiated; and

(G) A complete explanation of the incentive fee or profit plan when incentives are used. The explanation shall identify each critical performance element, management decisions used to quantify each incentive element, reasons for the incentives, and a summary of all trade-off possibilities considered.

(2) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system and consent is not required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause, the Contractor nevertheless shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of entering into any (i) cost-plus-fixed-fee subcontract, or (ii) fixed-price subcontract that exceeds the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of this contract. The notification shall include the information required by paragraphs (f)(1)(i) through (f)(1)(iv) of this clause.

(g) Unless the consent or approval specifically provides otherwise, neither consent by the Contracting Officer to any subcontract nor approval of the Contractor's purchasing system shall constitute a determination--

(1) Of the acceptability of any subcontract terms or conditions;

(2) Of the allowability of any cost under this contract; or

(3) To relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for performing this contract.

(h) No subcontract or modification thereof placed under this contract shall provide for payment on a cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost basis, and any fee payable under cost-reimbursement type subcontracts shall not exceed the fee limitations in FAR 15.404-4(c)(4)(i).

(i) The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer immediate written notice of any action or suit filed and prompt notice of any claim made against the Contractor by any subcontractor or vendor that, in the opinion of the Contractor, may result in litigation related in any way to this contract, with respect to which the Contractor may be entitled to reimbursement from the Government.

(j) The Government reserves the right to review the Contractor's purchasing system as set forth in FAR Subpart 44.3.

(k) Paragraphs (d) and (f) of this clause do not apply to the following subcontracts, which were evaluated during negotiations:

52.248-1     VALUE ENGINEERING (FEB 2000)

(a) General. The Contractor is encouraged to develop, prepare, and submit value engineering change proposals (VECP's) voluntarily. The Contractor shall share in any net acquisition savings realized from accepted VECP's, in accordance with the incentive sharing rates in paragraph (f) below. 

(b) Definitions. "Acquisition savings,'' as used in this clause, means savings resulting from the application of a VECP to contracts awarded by the same contracting office or its successor for essentially the same unit. Acquisition savings include-- 

(1) Instant contract savings, which are the net cost reductions on this, the instant contract, and which are equal to the instant unit cost reduction multiplied by the number of instant contract units affected by the VECP, less the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs; 

(2) Concurrent contract savings, which are net reductions in the prices of other contracts that are definitized and ongoing at the time the VECP is accepted; and 

(3) Future contract savings, which are the product of the future unit cost reduction multiplied by the number of future contract units in the sharing base. On an instant contract, future contract savings include savings on increases in quantities after VECP acceptance that are due to contract modifications, exercise of options, additional orders, and funding of subsequent year requirements on a multiyear contract.

"Collateral costs," as used in this clause, means agency cost of operation, maintenance, logistic support, or Government-furnished property. 

"Collateral savings," as used in this clause, means those measurable net reductions resulting from a VECP in the agency's overall projected collateral costs, exclusive of acquisition savings, whether or not the acquisition cost changes. 

"Contracting office" includes any contracting office that the acquisition is transferred to, such as another branch of the agency or another agency's office that is performing a joint acquisition action. 

"Contractor's development and implementation costs," as used in this clause, means those costs the Contractor incurs on a VECP specifically in developing, testing, preparing, and submitting the VECP, as well as those costs the Contractor incurs to make the contractual changes required by Government acceptance of a VECP. 

"Future unit cost reduction," as used in this clause, means the instant unit cost reduction adjusted as the Contracting Officer considers necessary for projected learning or changes in quantity during the sharing period. It is calculated at the time the VECP is accepted and applies either (1) throughout the sharing period, unless the Contracting Officer decides that recalculation is necessary because conditions are significantly different from those previously anticipated or (2) to the calculation of a lump-sum payment, which cannot later be revised. 

"Government costs," as used in this clause, means those agency costs that result directly from developing and implementing the VECP, such as any net increases in the cost of testing, operations, maintenance, and logistics support. The term does not include the normal administrative costs of processing the VECP or any increase in this contract's cost or price resulting from negative instant contract savings. 

"Instant contract," as used in this clause, means this contract, under which the VECP is submitted. It does not include increases in quantities after acceptance of the VECP that are due to contract modifications, exercise of options, or additional orders.  If this is a multiyear contract, the term does not include quantities funded after VECP acceptance. If this contract is a fixed-price contract with prospective price redetermination, the term refers to the period for which firm prices have been established. 

"Instant unit cost reduction" means the amount of the decrease in unit cost of performance (without deducting any Contractor's development or implementation costs) resulting from using the VECP on this, the instant contract. If this is a service contract, the instant unit cost reduction is normally equal to the number of hours per line-item task saved by using the VECP on this contract, multiplied by the appropriate contract labor rate. 

"Negative instant contract savings" means the increase in the cost or price of this contract when the acceptance of a VECP results in an excess of the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs over the product of the instant unit cost reduction multiplied by the number of instant contract units affected. 

"Net acquisition savings" means total acquisition savings, including instant, concurrent, and future contract savings, less Government costs. 

"Sharing base," as used in this clause, means the number of affected end items on contracts of the contracting office accepting the VECP. 

Sharing period, as used in this clause, means the period beginning with acceptance of the first unit incorporating the VECP and ending at a calendar date or event determined by the contracting officer for each VECP.

"Unit," as used in this clause, means the item or task to which the Contracting Officer and the Contractor agree the VECP applies. 

"Value engineering change proposal (VECP)" means a proposal that-- 

(1) Requires a change to this, the instant contract, to implement; and 

(2) Results in reducing the overall projected cost to the agency without impairing essential functions or characteristics; provided, that it does not involve a change-- 

(i) In deliverable end item quantities only; 

(ii) In research and development (R&D) end items or R&D test quantities that is due solely to results of previous testing under this contract; or 

(iii) To the contract type only. 

(c) VECP preparation. As a minimum, the Contractor shall include in each VECP the information described in subparagraphs (1) through (8) below. If the proposed change is affected by contractually required configuration management or similar procedures, the instructions in those procedures relating to format, identification, and priority assignment shall govern VECP preparation. The VECP shall include the following: 

(1) A description of the difference between the existing contract requirement and the proposed requirement, the comparative advantages and disadvantages of each, a justification when an item's function or characteristics are being altered, the effect of the change on the end item's performance, and any pertinent objective test data. 

(2) A list and analysis of the contract requirements that must be changed if the VECP is accepted, including any suggested specification revisions. 

(3) Identification of the unit to which the VECP applies. 

(4) A separate, detailed cost estimate for (i) the affected portions of the existing contract requirement and (ii) the VECP. The cost reduction associated with the VECP shall take into account the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs, including any amount attributable to subcontracts under the Subcontracts paragraph of this clause, below. 

(5) A description and estimate of costs the Government may incur in implementing the VECP, such as test and evaluation and operating and support costs. 

(6) A prediction of any effects the proposed change would have on collateral costs to the agency. 

(7) A statement of the time by which a contract modification accepting the VECP must be issued in order to achieve the maximum cost reduction, noting any effect on the contract completion time or delivery schedule. 

(8) Identification of any previous submissions of the VECP, including the dates submitted, the agencies and contract numbers involved, and previous Government actions, if known. 

(d) Submission. The Contractor shall submit VECP's to the Contracting Officer, unless this contract states otherwise. If this contract is administered by other than the contracting office, the Contractor shall submit a copy of the VECP simultaneously to the Contracting Officer and to the Administrative Contracting Officer. 

(e) Government action. (1) The Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor of the status of the VECP within 45 calendar days after the contracting office receives it. If additional time is required, the Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor within the 45-day period and provide the reason for the delay and the expected date of the decision. The Government will process VECP's expeditiously; however, it shall not be liable for any delay in acting upon a VECP. 

(2) If the VECP is not accepted, the Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor in writing, explaining the reasons for rejection. The Contractor may withdraw any VECP, in whole or in part, at any time before it is accepted by the Government. The Contracting Officer may require that the Contractor provide written notification before undertaking significant expenditures for VECP effort. 

(3) Any VECP may be accepted, in whole or in part, by the Contracting Officer's award of a modification to this contract citing this clause and made either before or within a reasonable time after contract performance is completed. Until such a contract modification applies a VECP to this contract, the Contractor shall perform in accordance with the existing contract. The decision to accept or reject all or part of any VECP is a unilateral decision made solely at the discretion of the Contracting Officer. 

(f) Sharing rates. If a VECP is accepted, the Contractor shall share in net acquisition savings according to the percentages shown in the table below. The percentage paid the Contractor depends upon (1) this contract's type (fixed-price, incentive, or cost-reimbursement), (2) the sharing arrangement specified in paragraph (a) above (incentive, program requirement, or a combination as delineated in the Schedule), and (3) the source of the savings (the instant contract, or concurrent and future contracts), as follows:

(1) The Contracting Officer may increase the Contractor's sharing rate to as high as 75 percent for each VECP.

(2) Same sharing arrangement as the contract's profit or fee adjustment formula.

(3) The Contracting Officer may increase the Contractor's sharing rate to as high as 50 percent for each VECP.

(g) Calculating net acquisition savings. 

(1) Acquisition savings are realized when (i) the cost or price is reduced on the instant contract, (ii) reductions are negotiated in concurrent contracts, (iii) future contracts are awarded, or (iv) agreement is reached on a lump-sum payment for future contract savings (see subparagraph (i)(4) below). Net acquisition savings are first realized, and the Contractor shall be paid a share, when Government costs and any negative instant contract savings have been fully offset against acquisition savings. 

(2) Except in incentive contracts, Government costs and any price or cost increases resulting from negative instant contract savings shall be offset against acquisition savings each time such savings are realized until they are fully offset. Then, the Contractor's share is calculated by multiplying net acquisition savings by the appropriate Contractor's percentage sharing rate (see paragraph (f) above). Additional Contractor shares of net acquisition savings shall be paid to the Contractor at the time realized. 

(3) If this is an incentive contract, recovery of Government costs on the instant contract shall be deferred and offset against concurrent and future contract savings. The Contractor shall share through the contract incentive structure in savings on the instant contract items affected. Any negative instant contract savings shall be added to the target cost or to the target price and ceiling price, and the amount shall be offset against concurrent and future contract savings. 

(4) If the Government does not receive and accept all items on which it paid the Contractor's share, the Contractor shall reimburse the Government for the proportionate share of these payments. 

(h) Contract adjustment. The modification accepting the VECP (or a subsequent modification issued as soon as possible after any negotiations are completed) shall-- 

(1) Reduce the contract price or estimated cost by the amount of instant contract savings, unless this is an incentive contract; 

(2) When the amount of instant contract savings is negative, increase the contract price, target price and ceiling price, target cost, or estimated cost by that amount; 

(3) Specify the Contractor's dollar share per unit on future contracts, or provide the lump-sum payment; 

(4) Specify the amount of any Government costs or negative instant contract savings to be offset in determining net acquisition savings realized from concurrent or future contract savings; and 

(5) Provide the Contractor's share of any net acquisition savings under the instant contract in accordance with the following: 

(i) Fixed-price contracts--add to contract price. 

(ii) Cost-reimbursement contracts--add to contract fee. 

(i) Concurrent and future contract savings. 

(1) Payments of the Contractor's share of concurrent and future contract savings shall be made by a modification to the instant contract in accordance with subparagraph (h)(5) above. For incentive contracts, shares shall be added as a separate firm-fixed-price line item on the instant contract. The Contractor shall maintain records adequate to identify the first delivered unit for 3 years after final payment under this contract. 

(2) The Contracting Officer shall calculate the Contractor's share of concurrent contract savings by (i) subtracting from the reduction in price negotiated on the concurrent contract any Government costs or negative instant contract savings not yet offset and (ii) multiplying the result by the Contractor's sharing rate. 

(3) The Contracting Officer shall calculate the Contractor's share of future contract savings by (i) multiplying the future unit cost reduction by the number of future contract units scheduled for delivery during the sharing period, (ii) subtracting any Government costs or negative instant contract savings not yet offset, and (iii) multiplying the result by the Contractor's sharing rate. 

(4) When the Government wishes and the Contractor agrees, the Contractor's share of future contract savings may be paid in a single lump sum rather than in a series of payments over time as future contracts are awarded. Under this alternate procedure, the future contract savings may be calculated when the VECP is accepted, on the basis of the Contracting Officer's forecast of the number of units that will be delivered during the sharing period. The Contractor's share shall be included in a modification to this contract (see subparagraph (h)(3) above) and shall not be subject to subsequent adjustment. 

(5) Alternate no-cost settlement method. When, in accordance with subsection 48.104-4 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, the Government and the Contractor mutually agree to use the no-cost settlement method, the following applies: 

(i) The Contractor will keep all the savings on the instant contract and on its concurrent contracts only. 

(ii) The Government will keep all the savings resulting from concurrent contracts placed on other sources, savings from all future contracts, and all collateral savings. 

(j) Collateral savings. If a VECP is accepted, the Contracting Officer will increase the instant contract amount, as specified in paragraph (h)(5) of this clause, by a rate from 20 to 100 percent, as determined by the Contracting Officer, of any projected collateral savings determined to be realized in a typical year of use after subtracting any Government costs not previously offset. However, the Contractor's share of collateral savings will not exceed the contract's firm-fixed-price, target price, target cost, or estimated cost, at the time the VECP is accepted, or $100,000, whichever is greater. The Contracting Officer will be the sole determiner of the amount of collateral savings.

(k) Relationship to other incentives. Only those benefits of an accepted VECP not rewardable under performance, design-to-cost (production unit cost, operating and support costs, reliability and maintainability), or similar incentives shall be rewarded under this clause. However, the targets of such incentives affected by the VECP shall not be adjusted because of VECP acceptance. If this contract specifies targets but provides no incentive to surpass them, the value engineering sharing shall apply only to the amount of achievement better than target. 

(l) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall include an appropriate value engineering clause in any subcontract of $100,000 or more and may include one in subcontracts of lesser value. In calculating any adjustment in this contract's price for instant contract savings (or negative instant contract savings), the Contractor's allowable development and implementation costs shall include any subcontractor's allowable development and implementation costs, and any value engineering incentive payments to a subcontractor, clearly resulting from a VECP accepted by the Government under this contract. The Contractor may choose any arrangement for subcontractor value engineering incentive payments; provided, that the payments shall not reduce the Government's share of concurrent or future contract savings or collateral savings. 

(m) Data. The Contractor may restrict the Government's right to use any part of a VECP or the supporting data by marking the following legend on the affected parts: 

"These data, furnished under the Value Engineering clause of contract . . . . . . . . . . , shall not be disclosed outside the Government or duplicated, used, or disclosed, in whole or in part, for any purpose other than to evaluate a value engineering change proposal submitted under the clause. This restriction does not limit the Government's right to use information contained in these data if it has been obtained or is otherwise available from the Contractor or from another source without limitations." 

If a VECP is accepted, the Contractor hereby grants the Government unlimited rights in the VECP and supporting data, except that, with respect to data qualifying and submitted as limited rights technical data, the Government shall have the rights specified in the contract modification implementing the VECP and shall appropriately mark the data. (The terms "unlimited rights" and "limited rights" are defined in Part 27 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation.)

Each offeror shall include a statement indicating complete compliance with the solicitation, or detailed analysis of any objections, exceptions, contingencies, or additions.  Any objections, exceptions, contingencies, or additions shall also cross-reference the particular paragraphs in the solicitation documents to which they apply.  Offerors are cautioned that exceptions to the requirements of this solicitation may be a cause for rejection of the proposal.   

l.  Format and Content.  Each offeror shall describe any deviations from the specified format of their proposal.  If the content of the offeror’s proposal differs from these guidelines, state the differences, and explain the reason for the differences.

m.  Proprietary Information.  Each offeror shall include a statement indicating whether or not it has made use of any proprietary or patent information.  In the event that use of such information is anticipated, the specific areas of use by the offeror and their subcontractors must be clearly defined, including whether limited or unlimited rights are applicable. 

n. Teaming Agreements will be submitted in accordance with FAR 9.6.  The offeror will provide a complete description of any teaming arrangement to include details on the responsibilities of each team member.  A copy of any teaming agreement (s) shall also be provided with the submission of the written proposal.

o.  The name, title, telephone number, facsimile number, and e-mail address of the person responsible for proposal clarifications.

p.  Indication of whether the offeror intends to participate in the partnering agreement.  Partnering agreements will not be evaluated and shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer prior to contract award.


q.  Each offeror shall complete and submit all certificates required by the Request for Proposal and shall be inserted in Volume I, with the exception of the Requirements for Cost or Pricing data or information other than Cost or Pricing Data.  The Requirements for Cost or Pricing data or information other than Cost or Pricing Data shall be placed in Volume V.

4.  VOLUME II Technical.  OTC IEWTD MISSION SUPPORT - This volume shall be the Technical Methodology and Approach, and shall address all requirements listed below:

c.  Oral Presentation.  The response to the Augmentation Test Support, Core Level Support and Operations Support Services will be an oral presentation, conducted IAW Section L, Oral Presentation Instructions.  Offeror's will submit slides supporting its oral presentation with its proposal submission.  The offeror shall set forth its technical approach, demonstrating that the technical requirements have been considered, understood, and satisfied.  The oral presentation shall be presented by the proposed Program Manager, supported by appropriate technical personnel.  Attendees are limited to a total of five (5) personnel.  The offeror must include the Program Manager as part of the five (5) attendees.  The remaining four (4) are at the discretion of the offeror.  If the offeror elects to bring a corporate or any other representative, these representatives must be included as part of the five (5) representatives.  

d.  Response to Questions.  Subsequent to the oral presentation, the offeror will be asked pertinent questions by the Government relevant to the Oral Presentation.  Offeror personnel attending the oral presentation should be knowledgeable of the Performance-Based Work statement (PBWS) and corporate policies to answer questions.

5.  VOLUME III - Contract Management.  OTC IEWTD MISSION SUPPORT.  This volume shall be the Contract Management Approach and shall address all requirements listed below:

FACTOR 2 -  The Management Factor has two subfactors; Program Management and Resourcing.  Program Management is more important than Resourcing.

a.  Subfactor 1 - Program Management.

(1)  The offeror's proposal should demonstrate how it plans to manage the PBWS and multiple work requirements and respond to potential problem areas internal to both the corporate structure and the Government (those that impact successful contract performance).  The proposal should address how the offeror would support and manage major shifts of workload.  A key area to address is the proposed management structure for planning, assigning and executing work to include the autonomy of the Program Manager.  The management structure shall be based on an analysis of historical and projected workload (TE 3 and TE 10).  The management structure should be geared to support any requirements related to the OTC IEWTD mission and functions.  The offeror should discuss its rationale for using the proposed management structure, and address supervisor to employee ratios.

(2) Teaming Arrangements and Corporate Experience.  All subcontractors and teaming arrangements and Joint Ventures should be included in the management structure.  The offeror should address all teaming arrangements it plans to use to support OTC IEWTD throughout the contract period.  The importance of the teaming partners and their added value to the OTC IEWTD should be discussed.  In addition, the cohesiveness of the team should be discussed, including whether those teaming partners will fill any key management positions within the proposed management structure.  Offeror shall set forth corporate experience, which relates to the requirements that are set forth in this solicitation and relate that experience to the depth and realistic understanding of the resultant contract.  Offeror shall detail how its corporate strengths and depth and the strengths and depth of corporate subcontractor/team members will be utilized to the benefit of the resultant contract. 

(3) Management and Administration - Morale.  It is widely known that a motivated workforce has many advantages, including increased productivity and efficiency, improved job satisfaction, reduced turnover rates, and helping ensure the long-term successes of the business.  With this in mind, the offeror should address the methods and incentives they plan to implement to motivate employees.  The offeror should discuss how it plans to keep employee morale high in the face of fluctuating workloads, increasingly demanding schedules, and increasingly complex program issues.  The proposal shall address steps the offeror will take to maintain harmonious working relationships within the Contractor work force and between the Contractor and Government personnel.  In today's competitive technological environment, both Contractors and Government are often dependent upon the other to successfully complete mission and organizational objectives.  (The Government defines the partners in the administration of this contract as the Contracting Offce, OTC IEWTD Government management and employees, and the successful awardee of this contract.)  Partnering for successful contract execution and administration is vital.  Offerors should address methodologies they will incorporate to create a cohesive and motivated work force year-round with their Government counterparts and process they intend to use to help unify the "Team" toward common organizational goals.

b.  Subfactor 2 - Resourcing.

(1)  The  proposal should demonstrate how it plans to manage all personnel

(2)  Key Personnel and Skilled Workforce:  OTC IEWTD has identified only one key position (Program Manager) in the contractor work force.  (PBWS C.1.3.7) However, offerors should identify what they consider to be key positions within its proposed organizational structure, and summarize the duties and responsibilities of those jobs.  Once the contract has been awarded, the contractor shall advise the Government, in advance, of its intent to reassign or replace any key personnel, IAW contract Section H, Special Provisions.

(3)  The offeror shall provide a resume not to exceed three (3) pages for each designated Key Personnel.  The resumes shall be provided in the following format:

(4)  Skilled Workforce:  The offeror must provide complete job descriptions for each skill classification/category proposed under this contract.  Each job description must identify whether or not the job category is considered exempt or non-exempt.

(5)  The offeror should discuss its plans for attracting, hiring, developing, training and retaining a workforce with all the skills and knowledge necessary to support OTC's IEWTD's involvement with programs employing state-of-the-art technology.  This includes the plan to recruit and fill vacancies and the plans to provide the training necessary to keep the workforce up-to-date on current technologies, trends, and best business practices in the workplace.  The offeror should discuss its plan for minimizing the cost of Government-funded training.  The type of support expected from the Government successfully implement this plan should be discussed.  Offeror's should address their strategy for handling surges and slack periods for required support.  The offeror shall describe employee retention and benefits programs to minimize employee turnover.  Discuss how full performance of services will be maintained during employee absences and describe any unique or innovative approaches to meeting the requirements of the PBWS.  Offerors should also address any potential personnel risks and provide mitigation plans for the personnel risk identified. 

(6)  Letter of Commitment.   The offeror shall submit a signed letter of commitment from a corporate official of each proposed Subcontractor/Team Member/Joint Venture partner and each designated key person.

6.  VOLUME IV - Factor 3 Performance Risk - The Government requires past performance information from all offerors and Team Members/Subcontractors that will perform a significant portion of the effort.  This would include all team members or subcontractors for support of supplies and services of $1,000,000 or more.  The offeror and team members/subcontractors shall address how their past performance on similar contracts applies to the requirements of this RFP.

a.  NARRATIVE.  Past performance information is one indicator of an offeror's ability to perform the contract successfully.  The currency and relevency of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in contractor's performance shall be considered.  Offerors shall submit a narrative description for each Government and/or commercial contract (prime and team members/subcontractors) in performance during the past three years efforts similar to the requirements in the solicitation.  Relevant is defined as: experience related to this RFP.  Each instance of contractual past performance shall be presented as a contiguous description, but organized into the following sections.  

1.  Section 1 – Contract Descriptions.  This section shall include the following information: 

-Contractor/Subcontractor place of performance, CAGE Code, and DUNS number.  Be sure to include a current name, telephone and fax number, and e-mail address for your point of contact.

-Government and Commercial contracting activity, current: address, telephone, e-mail address, and fax number.

-Procuring Contracting Officer’s name and current telephone, fax number, and e-mail address.

-Government and Commercial technical representative/COR name and current telephone, fax number, and e-mail address.

-Government contract administration activity and the Administrative Contracting Officer’s (ACO) name, telephone, fax number and e-mail address.

-Contract Number.

-Contract Type.

-Awarded price/cost.

-Final or projected final, price/cost.

-Original delivery schedule.

-Final, or projected final, delivery schedule.

 2.  Section 2 – Performance.  Offerors shall provide a specific narrative explanation of each contract listed, describing the objectives achieved and detailing how the effort is similar to the requirements of the solicitation.  For any contracts which did not/do not meet original cost, schedule or technical performance requirements, provide a brief explanation of the reason(s) for the shortcomings and any corrective actions taken to avoid recurrence.  The offeror shall list each time the delivery schedule was revised and provide an explanation of why the revision was necessary.  The offeror shall also provide a copy of cure notices or show cause notices received on each contract listed and a description of any corrective action taken (this information will not be considered as part of the stated three page limitation).  The offeror shall indicate if any of the contracts listed were terminated and the type and reasons for the termination.   

3.  Section 3 – Subcontractors.  Offerors shall address how work on this solicitation will

be assigned to the corporate entity and its subcontractors within the context of past performance.  The narrative within this section must clearly demonstrate that the offeror understands the relationship between past performance and performance on this solicitation where quality, relevancy and recency issues are concerned.  Offerors shall provide the required information for any proposed subcontractor who will perform a significant portion of the effort.

4.  Section 4 – New Corporate Entities.  New corporate entities may submit data on prior

 contracts involving its officers and employees. The evaluation will take into account past performance information regarding predecessor companies, key personnel who have relevant experience, or subcontractors that will perform major or critical aspects of the requirement when such information is relevant to the instant acquisition.

b.  PERFORMANCE RISK EVALUATION APPROACH.  The Performance Risk evaluation will assess the relative risks associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitation’s requirement as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.

1.  The Government will conduct a performance risk assessment based on the quality, relevancy, and recency of the offeror’s past performance, as well as that of its major subcontractors, as it relates to the probability of successful accomplishment of the required effort.  When assessing performance risk, the Government will focus its inquiry on the past performance of the offeror and its proposed major subcontractors as it relates to all solicitation requirements.  These requirements include all aspects of cost, schedule and performance to include:  a)  if the referenced performance was performed exclusively with labor rates and compensation plans comparable with those proposed for this contract and, if not, the reason; b) success in recruiting and retaining qualified personnel at those rates and the degree to which the customer was satisfied with the products produced by those personnel;  c) the degree to which the customer was satisfied with the technical quality and accuracy of products delivered;  and d) if resources were provided responsively and the degree to which the customer was satisfied with the staff up in response to requirements.

2.  A significant achievement, problem, or lack of relevant data in any element of the work can become an important consideration in the source selection process.  A negative finding under any element may result in an overall high-risk rating. The Government is looking for trends in performance, so offerors are encouraged to include all relevant past efforts, including demonstrated corrective actions, in their proposal.

3.  In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom 

information on past performance is not available; the offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance but rather will receive a neutral rating for that area.

4.  The Government intends to use information in the Army's Past Performance 

Information Management System (PPIMS) or Past Performance Automated Information System (PPAIS) for contracts that have been entered into that system.  For contracts not in that system, it is the offeror’s responsibility to transmit a copy in PPIMS format (Attachment 7) to the Contracting Officer of the referenced contract with instructions that completed format is to be returned electronically via facsimile at (254) 288-9522.  Attachment 7 can be found at https://www.datm01.atec.army.mil.  The RFP Number must be included as part of the transmission.  Any questions on completing the Performance Assessment Report shall be addressed to the Contracting Officer.   The offeror shall monitor status of the transmitted formats to ensure they are returned to this office by the established closing date of the RFP.  The Government reserves the right to exclude a prime or subcontractor's reference if either party's referenced source submitted an offer on this solicitation.

5.  The page limitation for each referenced source is the PPIMS completed Performance

Assessment Report (PAR) and up to three pages for the narrative description.

7.  VOLUME V Factor 4 - Cost.  The offeror shall include a cost laydown spreadsheet, Section B pricing, and narrative describing total compensation package.

Cost is composed of three subfactors: Proposed Cost, Cost Realism and Most Probable Cost.  The Government will conduct a Most Probable Cost assessment.  Evaluated cost will not be rated.  However, cost will be evaluated for risk.

a.  Subfactor (1): Proposed Cost:  The Government will utilize the subtotals from the base period and the option periods to develop a grand total for the Section B (including cost reimbursement CLINs).  

b.   Subfactor (2)  Cost Realism:  This subfactor requires summary and detailed information on the offeror’s unit prices (fully loaded hourly labor rate, exclusive of fee).  Second, the offeror shall provide a narrative of the total compensation package.  Third, the offeror shall provide a table of composite overtime rates for each labor category for each contract period.

1.  Fully Loaded Hourly Labor Rate.  Offerors shall propose a fully loaded hourly labor rate, exclusive of fee, for all levels of professional and Service Contract Act (SCA) labor categories proposed rates.  The Service Contract Act wages contained in the Wage Determination (WD) are minimum rates.  Offerors may pay higher rates.  Offerors may propose inflation increases in the out years (this covers cost of living increases).  The offeror shall identify those positions it considers exempt from the Service Contract Act separately from those it considers SCA positions.  For Department of labor positions the proposal shall delineate the number of paid hours per year for a full time employee.  The offeror shall provide a table that illustrates the conversion of the prime and subcontractor rates from base hourly rates to fully loaded hourly rates for each proposed labor category.  The offeror shall provide a separate table for each contract period.  If the tables are the same for each contract period, provide one table and state that the table applies to all contract periods.  Also include in the table the exact formula used to compute the total loaded rate.  If used, the offeror will identify the index or indices used in the development of labor prices.  Any escalation factors used shall also be shown.  The offeror shall provide clear instructions to permit the Government to mathematically compute the total loaded rate based on the information provided in the table.  Offerors shall include all proposed ceiling rates for direct burden rates and indirect expense rates.

2. The Government requires a detailed cost realism narrative from both the prime and team members or subcontractors.  The offeror shall provide a detailed cost realism narrative of the total compensation for employees.  If the contractor is proposing below market compensation for its employees, the contractor shall address its rationale with data to explain how the work will be performed in a high quality manner with below market pricing.  It shall include a single or range of rates in effect; a statement on the policy governing merit and length of service increases within those rate ranges, with specific reference to minimum amount and frequency of such increases; and fringe benefits (life or health insurance, bonus or incentive plans, vacation time).  The offeror shall list the individual components of its fringe benefit package.  The terms "compensation package" and "fringe benefit package" are used interchangeably.  The costs, overtime rates, and narrative explanation of the fringe benefits package shall be used in determining price realism, in addition to any assist audit requested by the Contracting Officer. 

3.  Relocation expenses shall be separately identified in conformance to the recruitment and relocation plan if provided as part of the management plan.

4.  Reimbursable Line Items.  The Government has included an estimated dollar amount 

for each reimbursable line item, such as purchases and travel.  The estimated dollar amount for each reimbursable line item includes the actual costs plus the allowed General and Administration (G&A) costs. All offerors must consider the reimbursable amount and validate the amount as fair and reasonable considering individual contractor proposals.  Other Direct Costs (ODCs) will be reimbursed at actual costs plus appropriate indirect G&A costs allocated to direct materials or material and handling if this practice is in accordance with an approved cost accounting standard and G&A is not permitted.  ODCs are not fee bearing.

 5.  In accordance with solicitation clause 52.237-10, Identification of Uncompensated Overtime, the Government must consider all proposed work hours, both compensated and uncompensated. The Government requires offerors to submit composite overtime rates for both professional and non-professional labor categories for each contract period. 

6.  Subcontractors may provide costing data in a sealed envelope.  The information 

submitted by the subcontractors must be in compliance with the solicitation and clearly labeled. Should the prime have more than three subcontractors, offerors may add more rows, but other than that change, do not manipulate, reformat, or otherwise alter the spreadsheet format.  

7.  Base fee may be proposed.  The total base fee shall not exceed three (3%) percent of the estimated cost of the contract, exclusive of the fee.  The total base fee and award fee shall not exceed ten percent (10% of the total contract estimated costs, exclusive of fee). 

8.  The cost proposal shall present labor prices for a base contract period plus options 60 months totaling.  The following information applies:
a.  A cost laydown shall be provided. There shall be one cost laydown for each 

contract period (a base contract period plus options 60 months totaling) for a total of 5 separate cost laydown files. The format for the contract periods shall be identical, and the offeror shall submit one separate file for each period on the CD with readable using Excel.  The offerors shall submit one letter quality hard copy printouts of all data contained on the CD organized by period in a logical manner with index and cross reference as required for understanding. 

b.  Except as provided for in any proposed uncompensated effort, the proposed direct

labor rates for all direct labor categories shall be based on the division by 40 of each employee's weekly salary to represent a 40-hour work week.  The offeror may include uncompensated effort in its proposed level of effort.  The decision to propose hours in excess of eight hours per day and/or 40 hours per week for employees who are exempt from the Service Contract is the offeror's decision.  However, the Government will review those proposals to determine the price realism of the resulting labor rates and the potential impact upon employee morale and retention.

9.  The prime shall also submit composite data, i.e., prime plus subcontractor fully burdened rates. 
10.  All labor categories must be priced, even if no hours have been allocated for the particular 

labor category.  Offerors must propose a productive staff-year and provide rationale.

11.  Explanation of Spreadsheet Columns:

a.  Reference - refers to applicable item in Section B of the RFP

b.  Base Labor Rate - basic hourly rate for the employee minus fringe benefits and loadings

c.  Fringe - fringe benefits per hour (offeror is to list individual items included 

in the fringe rate)

d.  Burden - burden applicable to employee hourly rate includes G&A, and overhead.

e.  Total Cost - sum of base labor rate, fringe, and burden

f.  Innovative techniques which result in low estimates shall be fully explained.  The offeror shall explain how the proposed costs support the proposed approach in meeting the requirements of the contract.

12.  Other costs:  Any costs not covered above, but included in the proposal shall be fully explained presenting rationale and methods of computation.

c.   Subfactor  3:  Most Probable Cost. The most probable cost (MPC)

reflects the evaluated total cost of the proposal.  Total cost is more than just the proposed contract costs.  It includes all Government projected costs resulting from the Government’s assessment of the proposed costs associated with implementing the proposal.  The total cost evaluation will include the projected cost impact of any risks that the Government associates with the proposal.  It will include a cost assessment for any perceived or statutory organizational conflict of interest.  Offeror shall address how it will negate any organizational conflict of interest, statutory or perceived, which may occur during the course of the contract term, both at the prime and subcontractor/team member levels.
8.  Oral Presentation Instructions

As part of the overall Technical proposal offerors shall present oral presentation in place of traditional written proposal format.  As such, the oral presentation shall be used for evaluation purposes and will be considered binding under contract terms and conditions.  Oral presentations allow the government's evaluation committee to gain a personal view of the offeror's program management team by witnessing how the offeror's team presents itself and how it communicates information of a technical nature to government personnel.  After oral presentation, there will be an opportunity if required by the government to obtain clarification from the offerors during a question and answer period.  This clarification does not constitute discussions.  Pre-recorded videotaped presentations are not considered oral presentations for the purposes of this section.  Oral presentations shall be conducted and evaluated in accordance with the RFP

Volume II- Technical Approach Oral Presentation Slides
a.   The Offeror shall provide, as Volume II, paper copies slide presentation charts, which the offeror will use during the oral presentation.  These hard copy slides shall be exact copies of the slides that are being presented at the oral presentation.  The only exception is that if color slides are to be used during the Oral Presentation, black and white hard copies may be submitted in Volume II.  No changes will be allowed to the slides either prior to or at the time of Oral Presentations except for obvious mistakes as defined by the FAR.  Any slides that are changed will not be evaluated.   

b.  Hardcopy oral presentation slides shall be provided on standard 8.5 x 11-inch paper in landscape orientation, one slide per page with no additional text.  No chart text on the hard copy oral  presentation slides submitted in Volume II shall be smaller than 12 font. Text-type or bullet-type charts used during the Oral Presentation must use Microsoft Power Point and be no smaller than 18 font. Box-type charts used during the Oral Presentation must be no smaller than 12-font type.  Slides shall be numbered sequentially.  Slides shall be printed one side only, punched with a 3-hole punch along the top margin.  Tab indexing shall be used to mark the oral presentation slides in the binder.

Oral Presentations

a.  Following the receipt of written proposals and responsiveness determination, the Government will make a random selection to determine the order in which Offerors proposals will be evaluated and Oral Presentations presented.  Following this selection, the Government will notify each Offerors of the scheduled date for presentation of its oral presentations.  This notification will contain the Government’s agenda to be used for oral presentations.   

b.  Individual Offeror presentation dates may not be changed, unless extreme unforeseen extenuating circumstances forces such a change (e.g., grave illness or death of the Program Manager).  In such a case, the circumstances will be reviewed and a determination made by the Contracting Officer as to whether the circumstances warrant a change in schedule. Should the circumstances require the change of the Offeror’s proposed Program Manager, the offeror shall submit a replacement resume and letter of commitment for the affected individuals to the Contracting Officer prior to the presentation date.  

i. Approved changes to the schedule will be made by the Contracting Officer.  It is understood that any changes to the schedule have a potential to impact the presentation dates of other Offerors and may be changed by the Contracting Officer accordingly.   Should this occur, the Government will give a reasonable amount of notice to Offerors of their new presentation dates and times.  At no time will an Offeror be provided with the date and time of another Offeror’s oral presentation schedule. 

ii. The Contracting Officer may “slip” (i.e., move to later than the original schedule) the presentation schedule due to an unforeseen extenuating circumstance without consent of the affected Offerors at the Contracting Officer’s sole discretion.  A slip in schedule will not adversely affect the Offeror(s) involved, as they will have additional time to prepare for their presentation.  Neither will a slip in schedule provide unfair advantage to the affected Offerors since unaffected Offerors (i.e., Offerors who have already made their presentations) are given adequate time to prepare their presentations by virtue of the original schedule.  In either case, the basis of the presentation is defined by the presentation slides submitted as part of Volume II of the written proposal which cannot be changed by the Offeror once submitted and which must be the slides used during the oral proposal presentation. 

iii.  A slip in schedule may take the form of the entire schedule being slipped (in the case of an act of God) or may only create an “empty” slot in the schedule (in the case of illness or death of an oral proposal presentation participant) where the affected Offeror cannot make its presentation.  Should the latter instance occur, all Offerors scheduled after the date of the “empty” slot will be notified and given the opportunity to exchange dates/times with the Offeror which creates the scheduling conflict.  These Offerors may choose not to accept the opportunity to exchange their date/time. b.  An overall evaluation of the merit of each proposal will be developed.  The assessment of overall merit will be derived from the evaluation of the proposal as it relates to each factor and subfactor rating identified in Section L and M.

I.  BASIS FOR AWARD

a.  The evaluation will be based on an integrated assessment of  Factor 1-Technical Approach  (Subfactor 1- Augmentation Test Support and  Subfactor 2- Core Level Support Services); Factor 2- Contract Management Approach  (Subfactor 1- Program Management and Subfactor 2- Resourcing); Factor 3: Performance Risk Area, and Factor 4: Cost (Subfactor 1- Proposed Cost, Subfactor 2- Cost Realism, and Subfactor 3 - Most Probable Cost ), to determine which proposal offers the best overall value to the Government, cost and other factors considered.  With regard to relative importance, Technical is more important than Management, Management is more important than Performance Risk and Performance Risk is significantly more important than Cost.   The combination of Technical, Management and Performance Risk are significantly more important than Cost.  Offerors will be reminded that the Government reserves the right to make a tradeoff analysis to determine which proposal offers the best overall value.  Therefore, award may be made to other than the offeror with the lower overall cost if the evaluated proposal warrants paying a higher price.  Offerors must meet or exceed all RFP requirements to be eligible for award. 

 b.   After evaluating all proposals in accordance with 15.305(a) and 15.306(c)(1), the contracting officer may determine that the number of most highly rated proposals that might otherwise be included in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted. b.  For each subfactor, offerors are encouraged to exceed minimum requirements wherever it is considered to increase effectiveness in terms of relative importance applied to each evaluation factor.  The Government will weigh the effect the increased performance may have on the offered price.  Offerors must have an overall Mission Support Area rating of at least yellow in order to receive an award.

c.  VOLUME II - FACTOR 1: Technical Approach -  Of the two Technical subfactors, Augmentation Test Support Services is more important than Core Level Support Services.

(1)  The evaluation will gauge the offeror's depth of understanding of the OTC IEWTD Mission and Functions stated in the PBWS, Section C-5.  It will determine the ability of an offeror and assess the risks associated with having the offeror fully support OTC IEWTD throughout the contract performance period.  

(2)   Oral Presentation.  The evaluation will assess the oral presentation.   The evaluation will include an assessment of the proposed technical approach to determine if it is reasonable.  The evaluation will gauge the extent to which the requirements have been considered, understood, and satisfied; the extent to which the approach demonstrates a clear understanding of all considerations involved in meeting the requirements.

(3)  Response to Questions. The Government will assess the offeror’s answers to gauge the extent to which the offeror understands the requirements; that the issues identified by the question(s) are understood, considered, and satisfied; the extent to which the answer(s) demonstrates a clear understanding of all considerations involved in meeting the issues identified and addressing problems raised by the question(s); the extent to which uncertainties are identified and resolutions proposed.  The answers provided by the offeror will be analyzed to determine if it appropriately addresses the question (s) posed in terms of understanding, personnel, and effort.  

  d. VOLUME III-  FACTOR 2: Contract Management Approach Area - Contract Management approach has two subfactors.  Of the two Contract Management,  subfactors; Program Management is more important than Resourcing.

(1)  Subfactors are listed in descending order of importance.

(2)  Program Management.  The evaluation will assess the extent to which the proposal allows for management of multiple work requirements to include teaming partners, and if there is a clearly defined chain of command that allows for decentralized management decision making.  The level of autonomy given to the Program Manager will be evaluated.  The evaluation will assess to what extent the management structure facilitates timely assignment and execution of work, if it will support multiple work requirements related to any OTC IEWTD function, and if it addresses how multiple work requirements will be executed. (4)  Key Personnel and skilled workforce.  The evaluation will assess the offeror’s designation of key personnel, their qualifications, and added value to the OTC IEWTD.  The evaluation will assess the offeror’s plan for keeping staff trained in emerging technologies and for ensuring that high quality, well trained personnel are hired for all work requirements and the impact of job descriptions on that plan. (5)  Morale. e.  VOLUME IV - Factor 3- Performance Risk Area.  The Government will evaluate the offeror's past and recent performance on contracts similar to this effort in order to assess the risk inherent in selecting a particular Contractor for award. The information provided by the offeror in Volume IV - Performance Risk Area, and any other information the Government obtains from other sources, will be used to determine a company's performance history on that effort.

(1) Performance Risk Evaluation Approach.  The performance risk evaluation will assess the relative risks associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitation’s requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.

(2) The Government will conduct a performance risk evaluation based on the quality, relevancy and recency of the offeror’s performance on similar contracts, as well as that of its major subcontractors, as it relates to the probability of successful accomplishment of the required effort.  When assessing performance risk, the Government will focus its inquiry on the past performance of the offeror and its proposed major subcontractors as it relates to all solicitation requirements.  These requirements include all aspects of price, schedule and performance, including the offeror’s record of: (1) conforming to specifications and standards of good workmanship; (2) forecasting and containing costs on any previously performed contracts; (3) adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; (4) commitment to customer satisfaction; and (5) businesslike concern for the interest of its customers.

(3)  A significant achievement, problem, or lack of relevant data in any element of the work can become an important consideration in the source selection process.  A negative finding under any element may result in an overall high-risk rating.  

(4)  Offerors are cautioned that in conducting the performance risk evaluation, the Government will use data provided in the offeror’s proposal and data obtained from other sources.  Since the Government may not necessarily interview all of the sources provided by the offerors, it is incumbent upon the offeror to explain the relevance of the data provided.  Offerors are reminded that while the Government may elect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of proving good past performance rests with the offerors.

(5)  Past Performance will be evaluated in terms of the complexity of work, contract delivery schedule, dates of actual deliveries, dates of cure notices, show cause letters, any price overruns or price growths and/or termination actions and final contract prices.

(1)  PROPOSED COST:  Proposed Cost is represented by the total offered cost and is, therefore, not evaluated nor given a color rating; however, the Government evaluation will verify the Total Proposed Contract cost by conducting a mathematical check of accuracy in the proposal.  The resulting totals will be summed by year.  (One base contract period plus options 60 months totaling).  These totals will be summed and added to the cost reimbursable items to arrive at a total Proposed Contract cost for each offeror.

(2)  COST REALISM:  Cost Realism will be evaluated based on both summary and detailed labor price levels, total compensation package(s), and approach for minimizing impact of G&A on cost reimbursable items.    Cost Realism will evaluate the offeror’s total approach for meeting the complete requirements of the solicitation using cost analysis techniques as specified in the FAR.  The Government is seeking realistic and reasonable prices for a high-quality Mission Support approach, as well as demonstrated ability to manage the financial aspects of this effort.  Cost realism relates to the offeror’s ability to project costs which are realistic and reasonable and which indicate the offeror’s understanding of the nature and scope of the work to be performed.  The Government will analyze the fully loaded labor rates (detailed price levels) and extended prices (summary levels).  The Government will consider the extent to which the proposed costs at the detailed and summary levels are realistic to execute the approach outlined, and the level of risk, considering other aspects of the offeror’s proposal, e.g., compensation package(s), fringe package, composite overtime rates, use of uncompensated overtime, and approach for minimizing impact of G&A costs on cost reimbursable items.
