MEMORANDUM FOR IEWTD PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Smoking in Hayes Hall Compound (Policy #00-04)

1.  The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) designated second​hand tobacco smoke as a Class I health hazard.  This places secondhand smoke at the same hazard level as asbestos.  The presence of secondhand smoke in any building, office, or other enclosed space can impose serious health and readiness consequences on soldiers and civilians.

2.  In view of the hazards associated with tobacco smoke, smoking will not be allowed in any building or enclosed space, permanent or temporary, within the Hayes Hall compound.  Adequate space and ventilation are not available to ensure secondhand smoke from tobacco usage can be sufficiently isolated to protect nonsmokers from its effects.

3.  No exceptions to the above policy will be granted.
